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A Brief History of the Hindi Language,

(Mach that I have written in these pages is taken from the Linguistie
Survey of India, Vols. VI and IX and the chapter on Language in the Census
of India Report, 1901, Vol. I„ Part I. ‘This chapter was contribnted by Dr.
(now Sir) George A, Grierson, C. I. B., Ph. D,, D. Litt., who is in charge of

the Linguistic Survey which is now being conducted under the orders of the
Government of India and who, as is well known, possesses very special

qualifloations for this subject * Sir George with his unfailing kindness has
also sent me papers on Hindi language and literature which be has written
from time to time, the last being on the Popular Literature of Northern India
read at the School of Oriental Studies on November 6, 1918. The various
dialects of Eastern and Western Hindi including some of the Himalayan
languages had also to be studied by me in 1920, the year of the compilation of

these Selections, for the preparation of gramophone records under orders of

the Local Government. During my pretty long service ol nearly 32 years I

have seen almost every corner of these provinces from Ballia in the extreme
east to Debra Dun, Meerut and Muttra in the west and from Lalitpur in the
south to Bahraich in the north and bad special opportunities of noting the
dialectal variations in the spoken language of my countrymen.)

“Hindi “ says Dr. Rajeudra Lai Mitra “ is by far the most important
of all the modern vernacular dialects of India. It is the

Importance of language of the most civilised portion of the Hindu race.”
“ It represents,” says Beamea “ the oldest and moat
widely diffused form of Aryan speech in India.”

“ Hindi is that language which is spoken in the valley of the Ganges
and its tributaries, from the watershed of the Jumna, the largest and most
important of them, as far down as Rajmabal, the point where the (Janges

takes a sudden turn to the south, and breaks out into the plains of Bengal.

This area is the centre and principal portion of Aryan India. It includes

the A ntarbed or Doab between the Ganges and the Jumna, the “ inner

hearth ” of the nation. It is therefore the legitimate heir of the Sanskrit,

and fills that place in the modern Indian system which Sanskrit filled in

the old. Under the general head of Hindi are included many dialects,

some of which differ widely from one another, though not so much as

to give them the right to be considered separate languages. Throughout
the whole of this vast region, though the dialects diverge considerably, one
common universal form of speech is recognised, and all educated persons

use it.”*

“ All the otlier| languages of the group were originally dialects of

Hindi, in this sense that Hindi represents the oldest and most widely

diffused form of Aryan speech in India. Gujrati acknowledges itself to

be a dialect of the Sauraseni Prakrit, the parent of Hindi. Punjabi, even

at the present day, is little more than an old Hindi dialect. Bengali, three

centuries ago, when it first began to be written, very closely resembled the

Hindi still spoken in Eastern Behar. Oriya is in many respects more like

Hindi than Bengali, There remain only the Sindhi and the Marathi. The
former of these has always been very distinct from the rest ;

nevertheless it

shades off in some respects imperceptibly into Punjabi on the one hand,

aud the wider Hindi dialects of the great Rajputana desert on the other.

I am half afraid to speak about Marathi, as some of the Bombay authors

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who have written on that language proclaim it to be the noblest, moat
perfect, most eloquent, and so on, of all Indian languages. Molesworth,
however, who is remarkable for the sobriety of his judgment in linguistic

matters, derives a considerable proportion of the words in his Marathi*

dictionary from the Hindi, although he guards himself by stating that he
only introduces the Hindi word because it is the same as the Marathi, and
may therefore be the origin of it.”

“ Among the various vernaculars that are spoken in the different parts

of India, there is one that stands out strongly from the rest, as that which
is most widely known. It is Hindi. A man who knows Hindi can travel

all over India and find everywhere Hindi speaking people. In the north,

it is the vernacular of a large part of the population, and a large additional

part, who do not speak Hindi, speak languages so clovsely allied to it that

Hindi is acquired without difficulty. Urdu is but Persianised Hindi :

Punjabi and Gurmukhi are dialects of Hindi, Qujrati and Marathi are

again dialects of Hindi, Bengali is a softer and more melodious and
poetical Hindi The learning of Hindi is a sacrifice that southern

India might well make to the unihcation of the Indian nation.” t

“ The name Hindi is properly applied to all the various languages

Its name spoken between the Punjab on the west and the river

Mahananda on the east
;
and between the Himalayas on

the north and the river Narbada on the south. From these Behari has

already been subtracted. It is spoken in Bihar and the Eastern districts

of the North-Western Provinces. We shall also have to subtract the

languages of Rajputana and there remain, still bearing the name of
‘ Hindi ’ the dialects spoken in the basins of the Jumna and the Ganges,
say, from Sirhind in the Punjab to Benares.”

“ Western Hindi covers the country between Sirhind (Sabriod) in the

Extent
Punjab and Allahabad in the United Provinces. On the

north it extends to the foot of Himalaya, but on the

south it does not reach much beyond the valley of the Jumna, except

towards the east, where it covers Bundelkhaud and a portion of the

Central Provinces. It has several recognised dialects, of which the

principal are Hindustani, Braj Bhasha, Kani uji, and Bundeli, to which

we may add the Bangaru of the South-Eastern Punjab Of these,

Hindustani is now the recognised literary form of Western Hindi.”
||

From a literary point of view, Braj Bhasha is the moat important dialect

of Western Hindi and admirers of Braj Bhasha including Moulana Azad
perceiving a similarity such as discovered by Fluellen between Macedon
and Wales make no scruple in calling it the parent of High Hindi or its

Persianised form of Urdu. Braj Bhasha, however, has a very limited

jurisdiction. ‘ The home of Braj Bhasha is the Central Doab and the

country immediately to its south from near Delhi to, say, Etawah, its head-

quarters being round the town of Muttra, South and west of the Jumna.
It is also spoken in Gurgaon, in the States of Bharatpore and Karauli, and

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in the north-west of the Gwalior Agency. To its west and south it

gradually merges into Rajasthani.*

The total number of speakers of Western Hindi was estimated by Sir

George Grierson in 1904 to be nearly 41 millions and of Braj Bhasba alone

a little over 8 millions.

Eastern Hindi— which includes three main dialects, Awadhi, Bagheli,

and Ohattisgarhi, occupies parts of six provinces, viz., Oudh, the North-

Western Provinces, Baghelkhand, Bundelkhand, Chota Nagpur, and the

Central Provinces. It covers the whole of Oudh, except the district

of Hardoi, and a small portion of Fyzabad. In the North-Western Provin-

ces, it covers, roughly speaking, the country between Benares and
Flamirpur in Bundelkhand, It occupies the whole of Baghelkhand, the

north west of Bundelkhand, the South-Sone tract of the District of

Mirzapur, the States of Chand Bhakar, Sarguja, and Korea, and a portion

of Jashpur, in Chota Nagpur. In the Central Provinces, it covers the

districts of Jabalpur and Mandla, and the greater part of Chhattisgarh
with its Feudatory States.

‘ Large numbers of speakers of Eastern Hindi are scattered all over

Northern India. Putting to one side the number of Oudh men who have

travelled abroad in quest of service, there is our native army which is

largely recruited in that province.’

‘ Besides being spolAn in its proper area, Awadhi is also largely spoken

by Musalmans, as their vernacular language, over the greater portion ^
the area in which Bihari is the vernacular of the main portion of the

population. This hi lingual area extends as far east as the district of

Muzaffarpur. This Musalman dialect is ao interesting survival of the

influence of the former Muhammadan court of Lucknow. It is frequently

heard by Europeans in Bihar, as it is used as a kind of language of

politeness by uneducated non-Musalmans of the same country, much as

Urdu is used by their betters.”^*

Sir George Grierson writing in 1904 says that there were at least

16, 000, 000 people who speak Awadhi in the area in which it is a verna-

cular. The Musalmans who speak Awadhi in Bihari speaking area are

estimated at 900, 000 and the Awadhi speaking inhabitants of the Nepal
Terai at least a million

;
in Bengal over a lac and in Assam thirty-two

thousand speak Hindi.

Having thus described the importance and extent of Hindi. I proceed

to trace the various stages through which it has passed
Origin, fronn the time of its birth to the present day.

In every country having any pretensions to civilisation there are two
different forms of speech, one in the language of litera-

The Primary ture and of the cultured classes and the other spoken
Prakrit, by the masses, and in the Vedic times our country was

no exception to the rule. There are indications in our
* Scriptures that even at that early age the language spoken by the common
people was different from that in which the hymns were written. “ Most
of these hymns were undoubtedly originally composed in the actual spoken
language of the author, a natural unartiflcial language.”! But the fact

remains that during the period in which the Vedic hymns were composed

The meaning of the verse is plain enough.

“ There are four distinct pudns (forms) of speech which the learned

Brahmans alone know.”

“ Three of them are exceedingly difficult and the fourth is spoken by
men.”

The Nirukta Ptirishishta explains them as follows :
—

According to Rishis the four padas are Om Bliuh (^Jt) Bhuvah

(g^O Swah (^q:).

According to Grammarians they are Nama (*!rw) (Noun), Akhyata

(SIT^RI) (Verb), Upasarga (Preposition), and Nipata

(Particles).

According to Yajnikas (ritualists) they are Mantra Kalpa (Wq)
Brahmanas (•ITII'n) and the language in current use.

According to Nirukta (a guide to Vedic interpretation) they are Rig

(Wl) Yajush (^:) Sam (BWi) and the current language.

According to Darshanikas (Philosophers), the language of

pashus (qS) domesticated animals, mrigat^ (^q) (wild animals), the sound

of musical instruments and the speech of men.

A commentator on the Nirukta says that this fourth pada comprises

(1) the Vedic language, (2) the language spoken by men.

Patanjali leaves the interpretation of the first three to his predecessors

and contents hinjself with remarking that the fourth pada implies the

speech of mankind. The Vedic language was also called Devabani or the

speech of gods and the Brahmanas were strictly enjoined to use the

Yajuiya (^TTlflqr) (sacrificial) language and to avoid the use of Mlechchhita^

or Apahhranshita language.

It may be interesting to know that in the use of the Devabani, uniform-

ity was not observed in various parts of the country. Even in the hymns
of the Vedas the letter na is used in its original negative sense as also to

indicate likeness.l

Yaska in the second pada of the second adhyaya, says that the KamhojasX

In the Ghliandogyopaniahad, aaura

means ‘a man who has no faith and does not spend money in charity

Devabani, the Vedic language, however, remained locked up in the breasts

of Brahmans who were custodians of the sacred scriptures. Such a high
authority as Patanjali says that it was too difficultJ and was not bound by
rules of grammar§, by which, of course, he means, the grammar formulated

by Panini and his predecessors. The formation of the infinitive, e. </., in

fifteen different waysjl is to say the least, too cumbersome for ordinary use.

The Vedic Sanskrit lived and the classical Sanskrit seems to have evolved
out of it by sustained efforts not of Panini but of a host of grammarians
who preceded him, hut side by side the Prakrit flourished and under the
influence of time and place appeared in various forms. In the Valmikiya
Ramayana Hanuman finds it expedient to address Sita in the Prakrit.

Kalidas acknowledges Shiva and Parvati to be Parents of mankind
but when after their marriage, Saraswati, the goddess of

speech extols the praises of the Blessed Couple, she addresses the Bride-

groom in Sanskrit and the Bride in suhhagrahya^ Prakrit, (“ which
could be easily understood ”) implying that the Devabani was too diffi-

cult even for the Mother of gods. The fact of its being sukhngrahya was
its great recommendation and when therefore in the sixth century B. C.

Lord Buddha began to preach in the language of the people, the rapt

attention of the audience with w’hich he was heard as depicted in the

various sculptures, was never before or after commanded by any reciter of

the Vedas or Puranas,

The form of Prakrit employed by Lord Buddha is called Pali and under

Paji^ the influence of the religion preached by him and his

contemporary Mahavira, the last Jain Thirthankara, as a

literary language, Pali became as important as Sanskrit. Mahavira taught

the Purvaa to his disciples who afterwards composed the Angas. The

by Western scholars.”*** It is a pity that there is no evidence that the

speeches of Lord Buddha were reduced to writing when they were pro-

nounced and the text of the Purvas has been entirely lost, yet Jain scholars

are of opinion that their literature is one of the oldest in India.

Leaving aside these controversial points, we come to the middle of the

third century B. C. when the edicts of Asoka were published. The rocks

and pillars on which these edicts were incised are scattered throughout

the length and breadth of the country from Ganjam in the extreme east

to Shabazgarhi in Yusufzai country in the extreme west and as they were

meant to be read by the subjects of the imperial moralist, they could not

but be in the language which they understood. A cursory reading will

show a marked difference in the form of words used in eastern and western

edicts. This proves the existence of Eastern and Western Prakrits, each

possessing distinctly marked characteristics. Most of the Pillar Edicts

are in the Madhyadesa^ and though edicts were originally composed in the

court language of Patna, slight modifications out of regard for localisms

had to be made in the pillars in Allahabad (Kosambi) and Meerut.

We are concerned with the development of the Hindi language and
The three forms our remarks in future will be confined to the sources of

o f secondary Hindi. In the third century before Christ and for four hun-
Prakrit. dred years afterwards, the dialects of Prakrit spoken in

the tract of country lying between the Himalyas and theVindhya mountains

excluding some portions of the Punjab may be broadly divided into the

SauraaeniX and the Magadhi^. These names were evidently given to the

dialects on account of the political importance of places just as we now
say Delhi Urdu and Lucknow Urdu ; but the exact limits within which
these dialects were spoken it is difficult now to define with any degree of

certainty. ‘‘ Between these two there was a neutral ground the language of

which was called, Ardha Magadhi which partook of the nature of both lan-

guages.”!! Why it did not get a name of its own, the Avadhi or the Koshali

by which it is now called may be due to the fact that at that period of his-

tory, after the invasion of Ayodhya by Menander as recorded by Patanjali

in his Mahahhaahya “ The Yavana beseiged Saketa,”

Ayodhya became a wilderness and remained so for several centuries till

the great Vikramaditya restored it to its glory. It will be shown

Epitome oi Jainism by Nahai* and Ghosh, pag 691.

in the history of Hindi literature that Avadhi has done more for the

literature of the country than the descendants of Magadhi and SaurBeni

put together.

The next stage of the Secondary Prakrits is that known as “ literary

The Apa- Apabhransha.” The word Apabhransha means corrupt
bhraosha. qi- decayed.”* Applied to a language it means from the

point of view of the philologist, “ developed.” When the Prakrits by
being reduced to writing became fixed exactly as Sanskrit had become
fixed in the Brahraanical schools and remained unchanged, a literary form
of speech for many generations, the true vernaculars on which they
were founded were called by this name as they were from the point of

view of a scholar of Prakrit “ corrupt.” They were the Apabhranahas
and in a still further stage of their development by which time the Prakrits

had become dead language they were also used in literary works some of

which have survived to the present day. t

The only writer who expressly calls the language of his book Apa-
bhranslia so far as I know is the Jain saint Hemachandra who flourished in

the reign of Kumarpal Solanki of Anhilwara. His language makes the

nearest approach to old Hindi yet he chooses to call it Apabhransha. The
following are specimens.

There is a great deal in it which resembles the language of the

Prithwiraj Rasau. The Jain literature claims more than one book in

Apabhransha but it must always be borne in mind that the Jain writers

specially when they wrote on religious subjects would use the old language
just for the same reason that English clergymen of the twentieth century
in their sermons use Biblical English. Hemchandra flourished in the

twelfth century and his Apabhransha can only be considered some form of

the literary Gujrati of his age.

The resemblance to Hindi is easily explained. According to Sir George
Grierson, Gujrat is the only part of India in which we find at the present

day the inner family of modern Sanskritic Indo-Aryan languages (which
were spoken in the cam pact tract of country almost exactly corresponding
to the ancient (Madhyadesha) has burst through the retaining wall of the

outer one. J Besides it has been shown in my History of Sirohi Raj § that

the Solankis originally belonged to Ayodhya whence they migrated to the

Deccan and thence to Gujrat. It was Moolraj Solanki who founded the

Solanki kingdom at Anhilwara (Patan) after killing the Chawra Raja
Samant Sinha. Moolraj constructed a large Shiva temple called Rudra-
Mahalaya in Siddhpur and invited a large number of Brahmans from

distant lands to settle in hia dominions and granted them many villages.

Moolraj ruled from 1017 to 1052 V. E. According to tradition these

Brahmans were invited from Prayag (Allahabad) (105), Chyavan Asram
in Behar (100), banks of the Sarju (100), Benares (100), Kanauj (200),

Nairasharaya, now in Sitapur district (100), Kurukshetra and the country
around (211), Gangadwara (100). Total J116. As they came from the
north, they were called Audichyas (from udiehi north) and to this

the word sahasra was added to indicate that they were a thousand in number.
Lalluji, author of the Prern Sagar was a Sahasraudichya. Their influence

on the language and literature of the country it is impossible to exaggerate.!

It is therefore absurd to say that an old dialect of Gujrat was the
parent of modern Hindi of the United Provinces. It is at best one form
of the vernacular spoken 700 years ago.

In modern classical Hindi the first verse can be rendered as follows :

To make my point clear, I shall take up the language of Prithwiraj

Easau, which was once believed to be the earliest Hindi. Now, at the

outset, I must say that the Hindi of literary classes had a very wide range

and at the time when the lingua franca had not attained its present

standard shape, a writer was free to use not only the language of his time,

but of his province also. A bard of Rajputana was expected to possess excep-

tional qualifications as explained by Tod and, some of these qualifications

go so far as a knowledge of six different dialects as displayed by Misran
Surajraal in his Vanshabhaskar complied in 1840, V. E.

I am inclined to think that the Rasau wa.s composed in parts at least

in a modification of the Apahhrayisha then affected by the writers of Raj-

putana and Gujrat. Sir George Grierson in his Linguistic Survey of
India, Vol IX, Part I, has explained the constituent parts of the present

population of Rajputana. 'rhis accounts not only for tiie different dialects

now spoken in different parts of Rajputana but also explains the diver-

gence in the language of its literary productions, I shall illustrate my
remarks by citing two examples from the extract given in Book I of these

Selections! :

In my opinion therefore the language of the Rasnu has no claim to be

the parent of our standard Hindi. There are no doubt some archaic forms

but some of these forms still exist. They have dropped out of standard

literary language but are still kept by others not so advanced. We shall,

as an example, trace the formation of our common word pahichanna

to recognise.

As a proof of genuineness of this date it is urged that an admirer of
a sacred book would not record a falsehood yet from a linguistic point of
view it is said to be untrustworthy as the language is the purest Awadhi
of Tulsidas who flourished 600 years later. Hindi both of Oudh and
Braj had not much changed since the days of Surdas and Tulsidas and
regarding the prose work Chaxirasi Varta written, according to Misra
Brothers, by Gokul Nath Goswami in about 1625 V. E,, Mr. Growse
remarks Though written some two hundred years ago it might, for all

internal evidence to the contrary, have been taken down only yesterday,
word for word, from the mouth Of a village gossip.*

Each of the two dialects, the Braj Bhasha descendant of Sauraseni and
the Awadhi of Ardh-Magadhi, flourished independently of each other, and
to trace the history of their development we must carefully examine the

list of Hindi writers belonging to these provinces.

The name of Bhual has already been mentioned. Yajnik, the bard
Early writers of Mahoba in Buudelkhand, is supposed to be the author

of Awadhi. of Alha but the present version of the story in Baisioari

as sung here is untrustworthy as a guide to the language of Bundelkhand
in those days. The next writer of Hindi both Awadhi and Braj Bhasha
is the versatile Amir Khusro. He lived for two years in Ayodhya in the

reign of Firoz Tughlak when Khan Johan was governor of the place and
his Khalik Bari is written in the purest Awadhi of his age. When however
he went to Delhi, he wrote in the Hindi of Delhi. Khusro was followed

by Qorakh Nath (1407 V. E.). Specimens of his prose appear to be in

Braj Bhasha but his principal shrine is in Gorakhpur and the language
of his prose is still employed by the Bairagis of Ayodhya in their religious

teachings. On the other hand, the verbs bujhiba and tajiba

appearing in his verses are conclusive evidence of the fact that ho was a

native of Oudh. These forms are still used in Lucknow and Sitapur and
nowhere else.

Next in chronological order was Swami Ramanand, founder of the

Ramanandi cult of Vaishnavas of which Tulsidas is the great exponent.

Only one hymn composed by him has been found and is given in Book
IV of these Selections as quoted in the Adi Qranth, Ramanand was born in

Allahabad in 1400 V. E. and the hymn though a little altered was
evidently composed in Awadhi. His famous disciples, Kabir Das and
Rai Das were both natives of Benares and both wrote in Awadhi* and not

in the local Bhojpuri of the city. Kamal, son of Kabir, Dbarara Das, his

disciple and Anant Das also wrote books in the same dialect. A noted

Awadhi writer of the age was the Musalman, Kutban, author of the

Mrigawati written in imitation of the Padmawati in the year 1560 V. E.

It is unnecessary to enumerate more as the next great writer was Tulsi

Das, “ the brightest star in the firmament of mediaeval Hindi poetry.**

Notwithstanding all that can be said to the contrary, in its own home
Early writers Braj Bhasha owes its appearance as a literary language

of Braj Bhasba. to the Vaishnava cult as taught by Vallabhacharya and
his eight apostles collectively called the Asht Ghhap of which Sur Das was
the most famous. Sur Das was a contemporary of Tulsi Das and was the
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creator of a school of poets whose theme was Krishna, and specially the

child Krishna, the companion of the herd maidens of Muttra, which still

exists and which expresses itself through the Braj Bhasha. The Asht

Chhap have been described in detail in Book II of these Selections and it

is unnecessary to say anything more about them. Braj Bhasha has ever

since become the vehicle of erotic poetry in Hindi even if it is written in

the very heart of Oudh or Benares and the names of Krishna and Radha
are inserted in such poems in season and out of season to give them a

religious significance. In painting the love adventures of Krishna, saints

like Sur Das may have been inspired by the purest and holiest devotion to

God but I must say without fear of contradiction that ninety per cent,

of the erotic poetry written during the past 300 years, specimens of which

appear in Book V of these Selections, though mentioning the names of

Radha and Krishna, were composed by ribald poets for the pleasure of

ribald patrons.

Hindi as at present spoken or written, is made up primarily of

tadhhavaa, tatsamas, semutatsamaa, and deatma.

The term tadbhava literally means * born out of it (Sanskrit) * and like

the term tataama is indicative of the theory that our vernacular is directly

descended from Sanskrit by a process of degeneration or deterioration

instead of from Prakrit which as is shown above, co-existed with the

Devabani. It includes such words as have come from the secondary

Prakrit or rather the A pabhranshas ‘‘ Prakrit grammarians distinguish

two kinds of tadbhavas
;
thus S, R. (fol. la).

i, c., there are two kinds of words which have the same nature as

in Sanskrit; viz.^ those which must be shown to be so, and those which
are admittedly so. It is not quite clear, however, wherein the distinction

exactly consists, as no examples are given. Probably such forms are

referred to, as rai and ratti, night (H. C. 2,88), both for Skr, ratrih. The
latter ( ratti) is a siddha tadbhava, for its identity with the Skr. ratrih is

evident and follows from the general rules (cie. H. C. 2,79. 1,84), but the

former {rai) is a saddhyamana tadbhava, because its identity must be eatab-

liahed by a special ruled''^^

The term tatsama means ‘ equal to it or the same as it (Sanskrit)* and
denotes such words as had been borrowed directly from Sanskrit and

retain precisely the same form such as raja (flSfl) a king, nagar (*111?) a
town.

Semidataamaa are a class of words which though originally tataamaa,
have undergone slight phonetic changes by distortion in the mouths of

the Prakrit speaking population, such as gyan for jnan, jagya for jajna.

It may be noted here that notwithstanding the claims of the Deva-nagri
character to be strictly phonetic, there is a tendency in modern times to

write such words their correct Sanskrit form. I have in my possession
a manuscript in which the author’s name throughout is Achchhar Aninna

though he is well-known saint Akshar Ananya.

Deaya means indigenous and the terra is applied to such words as
cannot be traced to a Sanskrit origin. “ In what way exactly they suppose
them to have originated is not clear : namely whether borrowed from the

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aborigiaefl, or invented by the rustic Aryans themselves in post-Sanskritic

times (Beames I, 12), or so corrupted by their common parlance from a

Sanskrit original as to make them unrecognisable. The last seems to me
the most probable, to judge from the sentiment of modern Pandits on the

subject. The results of modern research tend towards diminishing the

number of these desya words, by discovering, through means unknown
to native grammarians, their real origin and tracing them back to Prakrit

and Sanskrit. In so far, they make in support of the opinion of those

grammarians. But the question, as to whether they are or are not Aryan,

is by no means decided thereby. A word may be Prakritic or Sanskritic,

and yet may not be Aryan. Whatever non-Aryan elements there may be
in the Indo-Aryan languages, they must have been incorporated in the

earliest times, i. e., at the period, when Paisachi and the Ancient Apa-
bhransa were spoken by the subject aborigines and their Aryan conquerors

respectively, and when old Sanskrit was the Aryan high language : a

period which was anterior to that of what is now commonly called (classi-

cal) Sanskrit,

The tadbhavas^ tatsamas, and desyas constitute the body of Hindi, bat

there are some others which are either ornaments or excrescences. Hindi

like the human beings inhabiting its home has welcomed every new comer
and in its hospitality sometimes sacrificed all that was valuable in it.

Maulana Azad is enraphired at tliis special feature of Hindi. Within
India, the Dravidio Munda and the Tibeto-Burrnan languages have left

traces of their influence on it. The tatsamas have already been noted but

,a class of writers has sprung up in recent times whose pedantry has

furnished the enemies of Hindi with a cudgel to beat it lo death. The
following remarks of ^ir George G-rierson regarding Bengali are equally

applicable to Hindi. ‘The vernacular Las been split into two sections-

the tongue which is understood of the people and the literary dialect,

known only through the press and not intelligible to those who do not

know Sanskrit,’ Tlie earliest Hindi writers were nou-Brahmans and Musal-
mans and they wrote in the purest spoken language of the country.

Even in recent times, Baba Harish Chandra who is justly styled the father

of modern Hindi, was a Vaisbya. As soon however as Hindi literature

began to make a headway, Pandits stepped forward and to conceal their

ignorance of the vernacular ‘ pilfered from that la)iguage (Sanskrit) what-

ever in the way of vocabulary and construction the learned considered

necessary to satisfy the increasing demands of modern intercourse.’

‘The excessive use of Sanskrit words,’ wrote Sir George Grierson in a

private letter to me, twenty years ago, ‘ was like giving crutches to a man
who had won prizes in racing.’ ‘ Hindi has an enormous native voca-

bulary, and a complete apparatus for the expression of abstract terms.

Its old literature contains some of the highest flights of poetry and some
of the most eloquent expressions of religious devotion which have found
their birth in Asia. Treatises on philosophy and on rhetoric are found

in it, in which the subject is handled with all the subtlety of the great

Sanskrit writers, and this with hardly the use of a Sanskrit word. Yet

in spite of Hindi possessing such a vocabulary and a power of expression

not inferior to that of English, it has become the fashion of late years to

write books, not to be read by the millions of Upper India, but to

display the author’s learning to a comparatively small circle of Sanskrit-

knowing sQbolars.f ’ At one of the sessioPBof the Hindi Sahitya Sammelan

Hoernle’s (7omparatji;e Grammar of the Gaudian Languages^ Introduo-

tloo, page XL.

Unfortunately the number of such writers is on the

increase and not only much of the prose but nearly all the poetry in khari

boll is written in that language. ‘ The employment of Sanskrit words

is supposed to add dignity to the style. One might a^. well say that a

graceful girl of eighteen gained in dignity by masquerading in the

furbelows of her great-grandmother.*

The increasing demand for light literature and the luxurious growth

of such literature in modern Bengali from the days of Bankim Chandra,

has also offered an inducement to Hindi writers to translate a number of

Bengali novels into Hindi and in roost cases Bengali phrases and Bengali

constructions have only been transliterated in the Devanagri character.

A writer went to the length of saying that Hindi scholarship was incom-

plete without a fair knowledge of Bengali !

European languages such as Portuguese and English have also

contributed to our vocabulary. The use of English is growing day after

day. The railway employees have concocted a dialect of their own in

defiance of Hindi grammar and idiom such as pani pande tar

bahu ( ^!TC ghanta do (9ZT ^), gari chhora hat

( srwT ^ ).

We now come to Hindustani, the High Hindi of Hindus and the

|T* Urdu of Musalmans. Several books have been written

on the subject. The old theory that Hindustani
originally evolved out of Braj Bhasha in the camp of Shah Jehan
in Delhi by the admixture of Persian words, has long been explod-

ed.

The new

language was originally called rekhta which primarily means “ mess.**

Its other meanings are ‘a mixed language’, ‘ a gibberish,* ‘ name given

to the Hindustani language.’ (Steingass).

Intercourse with Persia dates from ancient times and we have evidence

in our indigenous literatui^ to prove that Muslim soldiers were employed
by Hindu sovereigns long before the conquest of India by Muhammad
Qhori. Many Persian words have thus acquired the right of full citizen-

ship. They are freely used by Tula! Das, Sur Das and a host of Hindi

writers of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries of the Christian era.

When, however, this rekhta became the court language, writers conversant
•with indigenous literatures used pure Hindi ideas in their verses. Those
however who knew more of Persian than Hindi employed only Hindi
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particles and Hindi verbs in their compositions.*'^ When a kingdom was
established in Lucknow by a Persian lieutenant of the Moghul Empire, the
court language modified itself to suit the taste of the ruling Sovereign and
in my younger days I read verses such as

in which the first line contains only the particle ho and verb haron and the

second the particle ki and the verb de. It is refreshing to find Hali of

Delhi using an entirely different Urdu. 13 ut I have heard it remarked
that he was a Hindi writer. The tendency in modern times is to do away
with the the sign of the genitive in Persian, and the absence of

izafat is now the criterion of a good poem. It is however not the abnormal
use of Persian words tiiat gives to Urdu its distinctive character Even
the arrangement of words in a sonteru e is peculiarly Persian. Insha Allah

Khan’s Kahani iheth Hwdi men (Kumrar UdcAhhanehavita) professes to

be written in pure Hindavi avoiding vulgarisms and does not contain one
Persian word from cover to cover but a reader will at once be reminded of

the Hindi translation of Persian taught in the maktabs and as “ Insha

Allah Khan was a Muslim he could not release himself from the habit of

using idioms which had been taught him by Moulvis in the school day8.”|

Azad in his AbA-Hayat has given a listj <jf Persian words, phrases and
idioms which according to him have been domesticated by Bhasha. Most

of them however are exclusively the property of Urdu.

The High Hindi is but this Delhi Urdu divested of its Indianised

Muslim dress and clothed in the Pandit’s d/toti and turban to which, as

shown above, a vigorous attempt is being made to give a more antiquated

and sometimes an outlandish cut.

It will be thus ceeu that the fact of Hindustani becoming the lingua

franca is a mere accident. ‘ In j^tigland, the accidei-t so to speak of

London being selected as the cajutal h<is led to such prominence being
given to southern English as to make it the foundation of the classical

speech
;
while the northern Eeglisli at one time its rival not only in speech

but in literature has sunk almo.st in complete obscurity. ..So also the selection

of Delhi as their capital by the Moghul invader is the reason why modern
Hindustani takes the form in which wo now know it. It is the Hindi
dialect of Delhi and the parts adjacent, polished, mellowuMl and supple-

mented by a large stock of Arabic and Persian words. Had the Musalmans
fixed their headquarters at Patna, for instance?, Hindustani could probably
have had the Bhojpuri dialect as its basis. ’§.

It now remains for me to refer hrlolly to th(‘ early literature of the

whole of Aryan India, which however strange it may sound to modern
ears, was written invariably in some form of Hindi. Nam-Deva of Pandhari-

pur in Maratha country wrote his hymns in Hindi. Old Gujrati literature

has already been noticed. The Pingala of Rajputana is only a form of

Braj Bhasha which, if the claims of Chand to be the court poet of Prithviraj,

the last Emperor of India, are not disputed, has a literature 800 years old.

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In the Punjab the great Nanak composed his songs both in Lahnda and
Hindi. The song printed :it page 185, Book IV of these Selections is in

Eastern Hindi pure and simple. I’he Granth Sahib contains extracts

from the writings of Kabir, Beni and a host of other Hindi writers. Guru
Govind Singh’s and the Vichitra Natah are in pure Hindi. Coming
to the east, the great Vidyapati of Mithila is evidently a Hindi writer.

Vidyapati’s songs were sung by the Bengal saint and reformer Chaitanya

and the Pandit of Mithila has acquired full citizenship in Bengal. But

this is not all. Chandi Das, a contemporary of Vidyapati and a native of

Bengal proper, who is considered the first great poet in Bengal, wrote in a

language which to all intents and purposes is Eastern Hindi and has very

little in common with modern Bengali. His successor Bharat Chandra Rai,

likewise a Bengali and a native (^f Burdwan, who attended* the court of

Maharaja Krishna Chandra Rai of Nadia, wrote in pure Hindi. Bhukhan the

panegyrist of Sivaji, could never have been ingratiated in the Satara court

if his heroic sentiments expreswed in Hindi hacl not been fully grasped by

the chief to whom they wo e addressed. What happened within the past

century to change the altitude of our neighbours towards us and our

language I leave to historians to find out, but the change is much to be

regretted. I'here is therefore nothing new in the present movement to make
Hindi the lingua franca of India and let ua hope and pray that our dear

Hindi will ere long become the national language of the Indian continent.

I—VIDYAPATI
(BIDYAPATI THAKUR)

“ Vidyapati, the earliest and the greatest Maithil jxwt,

needs no introduction
;

he is like the sun, which shines of

itself and needs no illumination from other planets. Vidya-

pati is a poet of sterling merit. In sweetness and melody

his songs are unsurpassed, and he can be rightly called the

Hindi nightingale.

“ Vidyapati lived and sang some three hundred years

ago. His lyrics are marked by high literary excellence and

extraordinary religious fervour at the same time, which have

given them a permanent value and won for them a lasting

admiration. The literary merit of his songs is alone suffi-

cient to secure him a place in the front rank of poets. But

their peculiar charm consists in their religious tone. They

educate and elevate the mind, and purify and ennoble the

soul at once. They have evoked the highest religious en-

thusiasm and kindled the greatest spiritual fervour among

successive generations of Hindus. No less a personage than

Sri Chaitanya was enraptured by them.

‘‘ Vidyapati’s poetry is one long dissertation on the sub-

lime Philosophy of Divine Love as taught by Lord Krishna.

God is love, and Love is God
;
Love rules the world

;
Love

is the true religion of the world. The one Universal Ijord

in His infinite pity and love for his creatures appeared in

the flesh and took two Forms, the one loving intensely,

nay, burning in love for the other, in order to teach the

world how we, who are but emanations from Him and a

part of Him, ought to love Him, to be anxious for Him,

to long to return to Him, and be re-united to Him. Though

two in form, Badba and Krishna are one and the same being.
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It is a self-evident truth. It needs no argument, no demon-

stration. The teaching of the ancient sages that remember-

ing the one is remembering the other makes it sufficiently

clear. How grand ! How sublime I How charming ?

To put the whole Vaishnava philosophy in a nutshell :

—

‘ In the pool of the heart, where the loti^, Radha,

blossoms in full splendour and beauty, there the bee Krishna,

keeps hovering about, day and night.’ Such a beatitude

can only be realised, description must ever fall short of it.

“ Vidyapati’s songs abundantly prove him a great and

glorious devotee, whose soul is in constant communion with

the Universal Soul, the Upasya Deva as we call Him. They

unfold the Bhakta, who has completely lost himself in the

love of the Lord and has attained to the height of Super-

consciousness, when one realises God, establishes a close

relation between his own soul and the Lord, and communes

face to face with Him. His songs are only the expressions

of his deep love (Prma), and they trrfnsport the readers on

the wings of poesy to the region of spiritual blessedness,

the abode of supreme felicity, the natural home which men,

tempted by the world, the flesh and the devil so often

forget.

Vidyapati thus furnishes us with an example of how

we can love the Lord, lose our very selves in love for Him

and ultimately merge our individual consciousness in the

Universal consciousness. What Fox said of Burke’s Speech

on Conciliation may be well said of these songs : we ought

to read Vidyapati by day, meditate upon them by night,

peruse them again and again, study, imprint them on our

minds, and impress them upon our hearts. And if we do

this we shall, by Lord’s grace, be rewarded amply with the

Vidyapati’s fame as a writer rests on yet another basis.

He lived at a period when all eminent writers wrote poems

in Sanskrit. He himself was a great Sanskrit scholar, and

could compose poems in that language with great ease and

facility. But he chose to use as the vehicle of his thought,

his own dear language (Maitbili)—a language which had

not yet attained to any high development or excellence.

His genius raised the dialect, once and for ever, to the

highest rank among literary tongues. His immortal poems

conferred immortality on the language in which they were

enshrined. No charge of indelicacy can be brought against

these sublime lyrics, which are to us, as Dr. Grierson justly

says, what the Song of Solomon is to the Christians, and

which are siing on the most sacred occasions by devout

Hindus with the deepest religious fervour. Those who
approach the study of Vidyapati must bear in mind that he

was a true lover of the Lord and that his songs were only

the expressions of that love, a passion which assumes the

same form and speech, whether its object is a mortal or a

deity. An earthly lover’s feelings are always intense, and

his expressions glowing. How fervid and glowing the

expressions of Divine Love must be is a matter only of

realisation and not of description.” (Introduction to Babn

Brajnandan Sahai’s edition of Vidyapati by Babu Brajendra

BIDYAPATI THAKUR.

Bidyapati Thakur, of Bisapi, in Darbhanga district.

FI. 1400 A. D.

Retracing our steps, and leaving for a time the Central

Hindustan, made famous by Ramanand and Kabir, we find

flourishing in the year 1400 one of the most famous of the

'Vaisbnava poets of Eastern India. Bidyapati Thakur was
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founder of the school of mastersingers, which in after years

spread over the whole of Bangal, and his name is to the

present day a household word from the Earmnasa to

Calcutta. He has been translated into and imitated in most

of the dialects falling between these limits. Little is

known of his life. He was the son of Ganpati Thakur, who

was the son of Jai Datt Thakur. The founder of the family

was Vishnu Sharman, who lived seven generations before

Bidyapati in the village of Bisapi, the modern Bisphi. This

village was given to the poet as a rent-free gift by king Sib

Singh (then heir apparent) of Sugaona in the year 1400 A.D.

The deed of endowment is still extant. Bidyapati was

author of many Sanskrit works, the principal of which are

the well-known Purusha Parihsha, Durgabhakti Tarangini,

the Danavakyavali, the Vivada Sara, and the Gaya Pattana
;

but his chief glory consists in bis matchless sonnets (pada)

in the Maithili dialect dealing allegorically with the relations

of the soul to God under the form of the love which Radha

bore to Krishn. These were adopted and recited enthusiasti-

cally by the celebrated Hindu reformer Chaitanya, who

flourished at the beginning of the sixteenth century (b.

1484 A. D.), and, through him, became the house-poetry of

the Lower Provinces. Numbers of imitators sprung up,

many of whom wrote in Bidyapati’s name, so that it is now
difficult to separate the genuine from the imitations, espe-

cially as the former have been altered in the course of ages

to suit the Bengali idiom and metre. Bidyapati was a con-

temporary of the Bangali poet Chandi Das, and of Umapati

and Jai Deb, and was, we know, on terms of intimate friend-

ship with the first. He was, <we have seen, a famous poet

in A. D., 1400, and a copy of the Bhagavata Parana in his

handwriting, dated L. S., 349 (A. D. 1456), still exists,

so that he lived to a good old age. These are the only two

certain dates we have in his life. The following dates

depend upon the dates mentioned in Ajodhya Parsad’s
’
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Gulzar-Bihar as those of the accessions of the various

kings. Ajodhya Parsad’s dat6s are as follows : - King Deva

Simha (Deb Singh) came to the throne A. D. 1385 ;
Siva

reign of Nar Singh Deb i. e., in th yeare 1470. We there-

fore can arrange the dates which we have of Bidyapati

Thakur’s life as follows, giving those which depend upon

Ajodhya Parsad in italics :
—

Granted the village of Bisapi, and therefore

already a learned man ... ... 1400

Wrote Purusha Pariksha before ... ... 1446

Wrote the numerous songs dedicated to Sib

Singh before ... ... ••• 1449

Copied the Bhagavata Parana ... . 1456

Wrote Durgabhakti Tarangini ... ... 1470

Assuming the above dates to be correct, he must have

been at least ninety years old when he completed his last

work. Raja Sib Singh, Bidyapati’s great patron, was also

named Rup Narayan, which seems to have been a general

title of many members of the family. He had several

wives, of whom the poet has immortalised Lakhima Thaku-

rain, Pranbati, and Modbati. There is a tradition that the

emperor Akbar summoned Sib Singh to Dilli for some

offence, and that Bidyapati obtained his patron’s release by

an exhibition of clairvoyance. The emperor locked him up

in a wooden box and sent a number df courtezans of the

town to bathe in the river. When all was over he released

him and asked him to describe what had occurred, when
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Bidyapati immediately recited impromptu one o£ the most

charming of his sonnets which has come down to us, des-

cribing a beautiful girl at her bath. Astonished at his

power, the emperor granted his petition to release king Sib

Singh. Another legend is that the poet, feeling his end

approaching determined to die on the banks of the holy

Ganges. On the way he rem,embered that the stream was

the child of the faithful, and summoned it to himself.

The obedient dood immediately divided itself into three

streams, and spread its waves up to the very spot where

Bidyapati was sitting. Joyfully gazing on its sacred waters

he laid himself down and died. A Siva linga sprang up

where his funeral pyre had been, and it and the marks of

the river are shown there to the present day. It is close

to the town of Bazitpur, in the Darbhanga district. Such

is the fitting legend of the passing away of the great old

master-singer.

Bidyapati’s influence on the history of the literature of

Eastern Hindustan has been immense. He was a perfect

master of the art of writing those religious love-sonnets

which have since become, in a much degraded form, the

substance of the Vaishnava bibles. Subsequent authors

have never done anything but, longo intervallo, imitate him.

But while the founder of the school, never dealt with any

subject without adorning it with some truly poetical conceit,

his imitators have too often turned his quaintness into

obscurity, and his passionate love-songs into the literature

of the brothel. {Modern Vernacular Literature of Hindustan,

2. MALIK MOHAMMAD JAISI.

“ He flourished under Slier Shah in the year 1540 A. D.”

He “ was a Musalman fagir of great sanctity. The raja

of Amethi, who believed that he owed a son and his general

prosperity to the saint, was one of his principal devotees.

When the poet died, he was buried at the gate of the raja’s

fort at Amethi where his tomb is still worshipped.”*

Two of his works have come down to us, the Padmamat

and the Akhravoat, the first being the more famous. “Malik

Mohammad ” says Sir George Grierson, “ is the oldest ver-

nacular poet of Hindustan of whom we have any uncontest-

ed remains although profoundly affected by the teachings

of Kabir and familiarly acquainted with Hindu lore, and

with the Hindu Yoga philosophy, he was from the first

revered as a saint by his Mohammedan co religionists.

“ He wrote his poem in what was the actual vernacular

of the time, tinged slightly with an admixture of a few

Persian words and idioms due to his Musalman predilec-

tions. It was also due to his religion that he originally

wrote it in the Persian character and hence discarded all

the favourite devices of the pandits who tried to make their

language correct by spelling (while they did not pronounce

Sanskrit words) Sanskrit words in the Sanskrit fashion

“ Padmawati also deserves notice for its contents. I do

not know of a work more deserving of hard study than the

Padmawat. It certainly requires it for scarcely a line is

intelligible to the ordinary scholar, it being couched in the

veriest language of the people. But it is well worth any
amount of trouble both for its originality and for its poeti-

cal beauty “In itself, it is a fine poetical work and one of

the few original works not dealing with either Rama or

• Modern Vernacular Literature of Hindustan, p. 15 .
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Krishna with which we are acquainted in any Indian lan-

guage. It is also remarkable for the vein of tolerance which

runs through it—a tolerance in every way worthy of Kabir

or Tulsi Das...”

The text of the present selection is based on the

excellent edition by Sir George Grierson and Mahamaho-

padhya P. Sudhakar Dwivedi published by the Asiatic

Society of Bengal. The pronunciation of the Benares MS.

is however too eastern and this is natural as the scribe who

transcribed the original in the Persian character was evi-

dently biassed by his eastern domicile. I have, therefore,

slightly altered the readings in some places.

Best of all aro his dohas on morals, though

one of his works on Ars Poelika has also been published and

extracts from it is appear in Book IV.

He was born in IfilO V. E. and died in 1684 V. E.

He was not only a poet himself but a great patron of

poets. Though a Musalman, he worshipped Krishna and his

verses show the very high regard he had for Hindu gods.

His generosity is proverbial and he was always surrounded

by a galaxy of poets and scholars.

liaBkliiui is goiierally believed to be the nom-de-plume of

Saiyad Ibrahim of Piluini. According to the Dosau bawan

Vaishnavon ki varia, liowcver, he was a Patlian of D(dhi and

in his younger years fell in love with a Bania l)oy whom he

worshipped like a god to the extent of eating the leavings

of his food, and was lost to all sense of shame and censure.

One day he heard four Vaishnavas speaking to each other

that a man should attach himself to the Lord in the same

way as Kaskhan had attached himself to the Bania boy. Ras-

khan overheard the conversation and asked them what they

meant. They repeated what they had said
; whereupon

Raskhan asked them, “ Can yon show me the Lord.” The

Vaishnavas showed him a picture of Srinath and the effect

was instantaneous, lie tried to enter the temple of Srinath

but as he was a Musalman he was stopped at the gate. He

laid himself down on the steps of the Govindkund and

refused to take any food for three days. Bitthalnath there-

upon had him purified and admitted to the temple. He was

afterwards reckoned as a Gosain. He is the author of two

books Sujnn Kaskhan and Kremhatlka teeming with his

love to Lord Krishna and his poems are read with great

admiration by Hindi scholars.

In the Prembaiika he gives an account of himself and

says that he belonged to the royal family but left Delhi as it

had become a cemetery on account of the revolution. Bitthal-

nath died in 1643 and assuming that he converted liaskhan

when he Avas twentydive years old, it may be prcisumed that

Raskhan was born in the beginning of tin' siiventeenth

century of the Vikram era, and the revolution referred to is

the anarchy after the death of Slier Shah’s successor.
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Raskhan, therefore, properly belongs to the Vrajamandal

( Book II
)

but the love of Krishna and Gopis is a favourite

subject with ev^ry secular writer of erotic poetry and his

verses will find their echo in noore than one passage, of

other writers.

Usman is not mentioned in the Modern Vernacular

Literature of Hindustan. He is, however, a great poet

and his Chitrawali evidently, an imitation of Jaisi’s Padma-

wat is a standard work in Hindi literature. He wrote in

pure and simple Hindi unaffected by the pedantry of Sans-

krit scholars. He was a son of Sheikh Hasan of Ghazipur

and a follower of the famous saint Nizamuddin Chishti.

He wrote his book, in 10:^2 H. corresponding to 1670 V, E.

when Jehangir was reigning Emperor of India. His des-

cription of Englishmen is remarkable as they had come to

India only thirteen years before the completion of this book.

The book describes the loves of Sujan, a son of Raja

Dharnidhar Panwar of Nepal, and Chitrawali, daughter of

Raja Cbitrasen of Rupnagar. At the end the writer says

that the whole is an allegory.

i'lie story of Chitrawali is not based on historical facts

like the Fadmawat as Panwars never ruled in Nepal.

The extract describes the pains of separation of Chitra-

wali and is taken from the scholarly edition of the book by

Babu Jaganmohan Varma, published by the Kashi Nagri

Pracharini Sabha.

was kindly obtained for me by Pandit Shyam Bihari Misra

from the library of the late Pandit Jugal Kishor Misra (Brij-

raj)of Sitapur district. A close study of these two have shown

that Senapati was one of the greatest poets of Hindi.

According to Misra Brothers he. was a son of Parasuram

Dikshit and a pupil of Hiraraani and his native village was

somewhere on the banks of the Ganges. His Kavitwa

Ratnakar was compiled in 1706 V. E. when he says his

hair had turned gray and he wanted to spend the remain-

ing years of his life in devotion to the Lord, f

This book is divided into six iarangas
( waves

)
and

each of them treats of a different subject. The last des-

cribes the story of the Ramayana and passages scattered

throughout his writings show that he was votary of the

Lord Rama though he lived in Bindraban.

I have selected the Shadrituvarnan, a description of

the seasons. The inanuscnpt is full of errors of commission

and omission. I have tried to correet them though I am fully

aware that the additions may have spoiled the beauty of the

original.

All that has been ascertained about this great poet is

that he was a Mathur Brahman of the Kakor sect and was

born in 1660, in Baswagobindpur near Gwalior. His early

life was spent in Bundelkhand but after his marriage he

removed to Muttra. He was court poet of Mirza Jaisinha

of Jaipur. A mar Sinha Chaube, court poet of Bundi claims

descent from him.

His fame rests on the Satsai or collection of seven hun-

dered dohas. ‘‘ The elegance, poetic flavour and ingenuity

of expression of this difficult work are considered to have

been unsurpassed by any other poet,” It is one of the most

precious gems of Hindi literature and has secured for him

a seat in the glorious company of Sons of Song only next

after Tulsidas and Surdas. It has been the subject of

numerous commentaries and imitations and has won the

admiration of not only Hindus but Musalman writers as

well, three of whom have written commentaries on it.

The text of the accompanying extracts has been care-

fully collated from several standard editions including one

by the late B. Arabikadatt Vyas of Patna.

The manuscript of Bhupati’s Dashamu Skanda Bhagwat

was obtained by the Kashi Nagari Pracharini Sabha from

Babu Krishnaprasad Singh, rais of Gorakhpur and is pre-

served in the Sabha library. My sometimes pupil, the late

much-lamented Babu Jagun Mohan Varma who had seen the

manuscript and sent to me the accompanying extract, says

that it does not bear any date, that it is written in the

Kaithi script, but the paper and writing ( and I would

add, the language also ) are however such as were used in

the seventeenth century of the Christian era. The date of

the completion of the book itself as given in the manu-

script was originally read as follows:

This led Hindi scholars to believe that Bhnpati was the

earliest poet known to us ( earlier than Chand ) and was

IS such mentioned in the Misrabandhu-VTnod and other

works. Subsequent researches have, however shown that the

correct reading of the first line was ^^
I and this is now accepted as correct. Bhupati

was a Kayastha of Unao. How he went to the Deccan is

not clear. The date of completion of the book, 1744 V. E.,

corresponds to 1687 of the Christian era. Bijapur was con-
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quered in 168fi and Golconda in 1687 and like Sabal Sinha

( No. 10. ) Bhupati had evidently attached himself to the

expedition of Emperor Aurangaeb.

The language of the book is Brajbhasha and the com-

position would do credit to any poet who holds a higher

place in Hindi literature.
