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LAST WORDS 
With this voluViic ends the last Book of the Selections, 

and a few words may not be c-^t of place here to explain the 

circumstances under which the work was entrusted to me. I am 

among the oldest graduates alive of the Calcutta University, hav¬ 

ing taken the degree about half a century ago, with the distinc¬ 

tion also of heading the list of successful candidates. Nearer 

home, at Lucknow this distinction brought me, in those far off 

days a mart aha ( rank of honour ) among the European and 

Indian citizens, such as the poet Amanat claimed for himself in 

the following lines i— 

*‘What a tnartaba has Amanat gained, 

A hundred lingers rise wherever he goes/’ 

From that day onwards, I was a welcome guest at the 

most cultured and enlightened circles in that intellectual centre 

of the province. The taste I acquired for the vernacular litera¬ 

ture, both Urdu and Hindi, I have since taken care to foster and 

for the past fortyhve years have devoted the best part of my 

time in their service. 

At the University which had done so much to push me on 

in the world, I was not forgotten. The value of my contributions 

to the vernacular literature was recognised by the inclusion of 

some of my works in the course of studies and by my appointment 

as a member of the Examination Board. Sir Asutosh Mukhapa- 

dhyaya Saraswati, the goddess Saraswati incarnate, and the loves 

of Her votaries, had always the high regard for me and did me 

the great honour of associating me in the work of the University 

with which he had identified himself. He came to Allahabad 

eight years ago and as he had already expressed his views about 

the importance of Indian vernaculars,he asked me to explain to

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him the position which Hindi would occupy in the Post Graduate 

Teaching in Arts. On resuming his work as Vice-Chancellor 

after his deputation to the Calcutta University Commission, he 

sent to the Government of India, ihe note printed in Book I of 

these Selections and as soon as the scheme proposed therein 

was sanctioned, he asked me in a personal letter to take up the 

work of compiling a set of typical selections from Hindi Litera¬ 

ture. My devotion to my country’s literature and the opportuni¬ 

ty offered thereby to do the last service in my power to it, made 

me, for the time, forget the magnitude of the task before me, and 

I seemed to be forced by some superhuman agency to obey the 

command of “that proud intellect, and to follow it in its imperious 

march as it swept forward to its goal witli resistless might. 

The work was taken up at once and in less than two years was 

completed in six books as detailed below ‘— 

Book I. Bardic Poetry—Contains extracts from the Prifhiraf 

Rasau of Chand Bardai, the Bisaldeo Rasau of Nalha, 

the Birsingh-Charit of Keshava Das, the Shiva raj 

Bhushan and the Shiva Baoni of Bhushan, the Chhatra 

Prakash of Gore Lai, the Raj Bit as of Man, the Jang 

Nama of Murlidhar, the Hammir Rasau of Jodh Raj, 

the Sujan Charita of Sudan, and the Hiuimat Bahadur 

Birdavali of Padmakai. Each of these extracts des¬ 

cribes an event in the Indian history and a detailed 

account of twof of these has been published while 

others are in preparation. 

Book II. Krishna Cult—Sur Das and other saints of the Ashta- 

chhap, some other writers of Braj, and Nabhadas of the 

Bhaktamal appear in this volume. 

Book III. Tulsi Das—A separate volume has been allotted to the 

‘brightest star in the firmament of Indian poetry’, and 

the best passages have been selected from his well- 

known works.

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Book IV. Salnts—Kabir Das and others who were not scholars or 

poets but whose writings have exercised great influence 

in our country’s literature appear in it. To this volume 

is added a valuable foreword by Mahainahopadhyaya 

Dr. Ganga Nath Jha, Vice-Chancellor, Allahabad Uni¬ 

versity. 

Book V. Ars Poetica. This book deals with the science of 

poetry and the extracts describe the various emotions 

and passions which constitute the essence of poetical 

compositions, to which Hindu writers have added 

fanciful classifications of women, technically called the 

Nayikabhed. 

Book VI. other poets. This is the longest book of the set and 

appears in two parts. 

To each of the first five is added a short account of the 

subject dealt with and to the Book VI, a Brief History of Hindi 

Language is appended to Part I and a Brief History of Hindi 

Literature to Part II. 

This is perhaps the last great work of my old age yet I 

feel called upon to express my gratification at the indulgence 

with which the volumes, published hithertofore have been re¬ 

ceived by Hindi scholars. Even the severest critic has had the 

magnanimity to say that the work has been a laborious one. I 

am myself conscious of the many faults and imperfections of 

the book and can only say in vindication that it must be looked 

upon largely as a pioneer attempt. I hope that it may stimulate 

others interested in Hindi literature to produce works more 

worthy of the subject. I feel also inclined to quote the lines 

of Chaucer with which that great poet sends his own immortal 

work into the world :— 

“Go little bookf God send thee good passage. 

And especially let this be thy prayer 

Unto them all that thee will read and hear. 

Where thou art wrong after their help to call 

Thee to correct in any part on all*' 
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It now only remains for me to express my gratitude to the 

Durbars, scholars, literary societies ar^d presses without whose 

kind assistance, it would have been impossible to bring the work 

to a successful completion. Foremost among scholars is the 

great Orientalist, Sir George Grierson. His unfailing kindness to 

me during the past thirty years has been a source of great en* 

couragement to me in my literary pursuits and his researches both 

linguistic and literary are so fairly complete that a constant refe¬ 

rence to them has been made throughout the book. The Misra 

Bandhu Vinod of my esteemed friends, the Misra Brothers, has 

been frequently quoted, and the Brief History of Hindi Lite- 

rature is based entirely on it. Sir Ashutosh Mookherji permitted 

me to take a lengthy extract from his address delivered in the 

Annual Meeting of the Bengal Asiatic Society in 1913, which 

is printed in Book L To Babu Brajanandan Sahae of Arrah 

I am indebted for allowing me to use his excellent edition of 

Vidyapati’s works. Pandit Shyam Bihari Misra obtained for me 

a manuscript copy of Senapati’s Kabitta-Ratnakar. The Kashi 

Nagari Pracharini Sabha and the Belvedere Press, Allahabad, 

have permitted me to take extracts fr >m some of their publica¬ 

tions. 

I have also to thank the Orchha Durbar for sending to me 

a copy of the Bir-Singh-Charit, the Balrampur Durbar for a 

set of the works of Lala Gokul Prasad, and the late Raja Partap 

Bahadur Sinha of Partabgarh for a set of the works of Bhikhari 

Das.

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A BRIEF HISTOiJY OF HINDI LITERATURE. 

In ray brief note on the History of Hindi Language printed in 
Part I of this Book, I have remarked that the literature of each 
of the two forms of Hindi, the Awadhi and the Braj Bhasha, has 
its own distinctive features and each has flourished indepen¬ 
dently of the other. It is natural therefore to expect that each 
has its own history. It is also remarkable that in addition to 
the general literature in these forms of our mother—tongue, 
each sub-dialect such as the Punjabi and the Maithili, has its own 
distinctive literature. An account of most of these is given by 
Sir George Grierson in his Linguistic Survey of [ndia^ Vols. VI 
and IX and extracts are given in the appendix. 

Before the publication of Sir George Grierson*s a Verna¬ 
cular Literature of Hindustan in 1889 as a special number of the 
Journal of the Asiatic Society of Bengal^ Parti, for 1888, there was 
little in this country to which the term regular history could 
be applied. The earliest work containing a collection of extracts 
from the writings of 212 poets, ranging from 1481 V. E. to 
1776 V. E. and arranged in chronological order is the Hazara 
of Kalidas Trivedi. Kalidas Trivedi seems to have been attach¬ 
ed to the court of the then Rao of Bundi and had gone with 
him to the Deccan in the expedition of Aurangzeb. His descrip¬ 
tion of the battle of Golconda fought in 1745 V. E- has been 
quoted and explained by me in my paper on the Straggle between 
Farrukh Siyar and Jahandar Shah and shows that he was an eye¬ 
witness- 

The last work of the same nature which formed the basis 
of Sir George’s book is the Shiva Singh Siroj compiled by Shiva 
Singh Sengar in 1877. Shiva Singh has given the following 
bibliography consulted in compiling his book in addition to the

In addition to these, reference is given to five other writers, 
Dal Singh, Kishore, Gwal, Nipat and Niranjan. 

It must be noted that none of these contain more than a list 
of names of poets with specimens of their compositions. The 
credit therefore of compiling a tolerably up-to date history of 
Hindi Literature is due to my esteemed friends, the Misra Bro¬ 
thers, (Pandit Ganesh Biliari Misra, Pandit Shyam Bihari Misra, 
M. A., and Pandit Shukdeo Bihari Misra, B. A ) This book is 
in three volumes containing in aggregate 1,600 pages and gives 
notices of 3757 Hindi writers with extracts from the writings of 
nearly 2,500 of them. 

Misra Brothers arrange the general Hindi Literature in 
eight periods as detailed below : — 

1. The Dawn of Hindi—650 to 1286. 

2. The Second Stage 1286 to 1387. 

3. Early Medoeval Hindi —1387 to 1503. 

4. Advanced Medaeval Hindi —1503 to 1623. 

5. Early Adorned Hindi—1623 to 1733. 

6. Advanced Adorned Hindi—1733 to 1832. 

7. The Transition—1832 to 1868. 

8. Modern Hindi—from 1868. 

These periods, in spite of all that has been said, are not very 
teeil defined, but in the absence of a better arrangement we 
fthall summarise here the history of our country’s literature as 
given by Misra Brothers. 



THE QAWN OF HINDI. 
FIRST PERIOD. 

rF. E. 700^1340.) 
Unlike the literature of some western nations, our national 

Hindi literature does not begin in a dark age ‘ when men wrote 
imperfectly and when poems and histories were handed from 
one generation to the next by word of moutli 

According to the generally accepted opinion, Pundra or 
Pushya was the first Hindi author who wrote a book on alankaras 
or figures of speech, in the year 770 V. E., that is, in the begin¬ 
ning of the eighth century of the Christian era when Yashovar- 
man was ruling in Kanauj. Yashovarrnan was the reputed 
patron of the great Bhavabhuti and of Vakpatiraj, a less renown¬ 
ed author-* This is significant as showing that Hindi literature 
stood upon its legs before the glory of its parent the Sanskrit 
literature had waned. Alankaras had been explained by Sans¬ 
krit rhetoricians long ago and the first book, evidently, a 
translation or an adaptation of some Sanskrit original, was 
therefore an attempt to introduce those unacquainted with Sans¬ 
krit in the science of rhetoric. This indicates the existence of 
poetry in the same language as we have no reason to suppose 
that Pushya’s work was intended as a guide to Sanskrit rhetoric 
for the use of students similar to keys and translations in use in 
our schools. Pushya was followed by the author of the Khuman 
Rayasa, His name is not known nor any particulars have been 
definitely ascertained about his patron whom he eulogised in 
his work. The date of the Khuman Rayasa is 890 V. E. (843). 
The next Hindi poet whose work has lately been unearthed 
is Bhual, author of a metrical translation of the Bhaywadyita, 
The date of the book as given by the poet himself is 10(X) V. E.

There is no reason to doubt the accuracy of that date specially 

as an admirer of the sacred book could not be presumed to 
record a falsehood. This is another attempt to render a Sans¬ 
krit book in Hindi. Nand Rai of Kalinjar who flourished 
about the year 1137 V. E. is also said to have been a poet. It is 
remarkable that even at that early period, we hear of two Musal- 
man poets, Masaud and Kutub Ali who followed Nand after 
nearly half a century. Sam-Das Charan’s SamatU^ evidently 
a bardic poem, was composed in 1191 V. E. ( 1134. ) Ikram 
Faiz a Musalman author’s Vartmal and a Hindi version of tlte 
Vritta RatnakaVy a well-known, Sanskrit work on prosody, were 
written between the years 1205 and 1258 V. E. (1148-1201.) 

^ Vincent Smith’s Early History of Indioi^ p. B78, 
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Next in point of time is Nalha, author of the Bisaldeva Rasau, 
The date of this work was the subject of much controversy for 
the last twenty-five years, ever since ^a manuscript copy was 
obtained from Jaipur in the course of search for Hindi [manu¬ 
scripts in 1900, due to the ifjcorrect reading of the text. This 
controversy has lately been set at rest by the reading suggested 
by Rai Bahadur Mr. Hira Lai of the Central Provinces who 
in a short note in the Madhuri of Aswin 1982 V. E., page 302 
has shown that the verse giving the date of the composition of 
the book should be read as follows : 

TO ^ Srs sRift I 

This date (Wednesday, Jeth Badi 9, 1212 V. E.) corresponds 
to April 27, 1155. 

Now Visal-deva IV, also called Vigraharaj IV, according to 
Mr. Harbilas Sard a, came to the throne in about 1210 V. E. 
(1152.)^**‘ This fits in with the benediction given at the end of 
the book. 

The book is in Gujrati Hindi, and describes the marriage of 
Visladeva Chauhan to Rajmati, daughter of Raja Bhoj Praraar of 
Dhar, and the conquest of Orissa by him. Rai Bahadur Pandit 
Gauri Shanker Hira Chand Ojha says that the book is a fiction 
pure and simple and has no historical basis. Raja Bhoj was 
the well-known Prarnar sovereign of Dhar who reigned from 
about 1018 to 1060. He was a great patron of poets and accord¬ 
ing to the Bhoj Prabandha Sar both Kalidas and Magh attended 
his court* In the poem, these two appear as presiding priests of the 
marriage ceremony. Now according to the Bijolia Rock Inscrip¬ 
tion of 1170, and the Prithvirajavijaya, Vigraharaj III was fourth 
in the ascending line from Vigraharaj IV. Therefore, there is 
some justification for presuming that the poem describes the 
two incidents in the life of Vigraharaj HI. 

Rai Bahadur Mr. Ojha entertains the same opinion regard¬ 
ing Prithiraj Rasau. I, however, decline to believe that Rajpu- 
tana has been the hot bed of historical fiction from ancient 
times. 

Hem Chandra of the Kumar PaUCharita comes next. It has 
been remarked that Hem Chandra for the first time gave the 
name Apabhransha to the language of his composition. He was 
a Jain saint attached to the court of Kumar-Pal Solanki, the 
most famous king of Annhalwara and had converted him to the 
Jain faith. Kumar Pal died in V. E. 1230 (1173) and Hem 
Chandra was therefore a contemporary of Nalha. 

. We now come to the most important work of the period, 
namely the Prithiraj Chauhan Rasau of Chand Bardai.

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Considerable controversy ranges round the name of Chand. 
Chand was born in Lahore which in those days was governed 
by Musalmans. He seems to have gone over to Ajmer at an 
early age, and become*an intimate friend of Pritbviraj and on 
the latter’s succeeding to the sovereignty of Delhi, became one 
of his three ministers. His work, the Frithiraj Rasau, describ¬ 
ing the mythical origin of Chanhans and the military exploits 
of his patron, though disfigured by interpolations, is a master¬ 
piece of poetical art and as published by the Kashi Nagri 
Pracharini Sabha covers 2615 pages super-royal octavo, though 
it is generally believed that the latter part of the book was 
written by his son Jalhan. Chand was a soldier and we have 
reason to believe that he was present at some of the battles 
which he so graphically describes. His poetry of the heroic 
sentiment {vir rasa) though it has found various imitators has 
never been equalled, much less surpassed. 

The Prithviraj Rasau describes in detail how Muhammad 
Ghori had his own spies in Delhi, how he was defeated by 
Prithviraj in seven battles, taken prisoner and by the victor’s 
generosity, conceit and political blindness, which Tod says is a 
trait of Hindu character, was sent back to his kingdom after 
taking a heavy ransom. Some historical inaccuracies which do 
not fit in with archaeological evidence in the book, have justi¬ 
fied some scholars to condemn it as worthless. History 
as taught in our schools is based mostly on Muslim records 
and within recent times numismatics and archaeology had been 
requisitioned for materials. But are not some of the epigraphs 
full of grossest exaggeration and contradictions ? Chapter 1 of 
the Rasau is devoted to a description of the fabulous origin of 
Chauhaiis from the firepit. Tradition ascribes the birth of the 
Chauhans to the firepit. If these Chauhans subsequently called 
themselves Sombansi, it is hardly fair to condemn the Rasau as 
of no historical value, because it records an old tradition. It 
requires a very fertile brain to spin a yarn so complicated 
describing each incident with so much detail. In the extracts 
given in Book I of these Selections, the fact of Ghori having 
been defeated several times is mentioned on two occasions. 
Jodhraj in his Hammir Rasau says :—

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Who would believe that writers centuries apart would con¬ 
spire to perpetuate a falsehood ? Unless and until therefore 
all materials of history are carefully sifted, it is not fair to 
denounce the Rasau as worthless. * 

Contemporary with Chand was Yajnik, the Jagna Bhat, 
attached to the court of Raja Paramardi Brahma of Mahoba 
who was defeated by Prithviraj on the plains of Orai ( Bilri 

). 
He is the reputed author of Alha songs. It must not, how¬ 

ever, be supposed that Alha, as sung now-a-days and portions of 
which were translated by Mr. Waterfield and recently edited 
by Sir George Grierson, have anything in common with the 
original composition of Yajnik. 

It will be noticed that Bardic Poetry forms the prominent 
feature of this period. 

SECOND PERIOD. 

The Second Stage 

(V. E. 1340--1440,) 

The second period ranges according to Misra Brothers, from 
the middle of the fourteenth century of the Vikram era to the 
middle of the fifteenth. The first work of this period Bijau 

PaURasa written in about V. E. 1355 by Nalha Singh Bhat 
Sirohiya and describes the military exploits ofBijaiPal. It is 
also a bardic poem. He was followed by Sarang Dhar, author of 
Sarang Dhar Paddhafi, Hammir Kaoya and Hamriyir Rasau. The 
language of these books is a mixture of Brajabhasha and 
Awadhi. 

The most noted name of the fourteenth century is Amir 
Khusro called Tootiya-e-Hind. He had come direct from Persia 
and his Persian poetry is second to none in his native land. 
Firoz Tughlak had a great fancy for Ajodhya and Khusro 
remained for two years in that ancient city and there he 
compiled his Khaliq Bari, a Persian dictionary in the purest 
Awadhi of the time. A number of short poems and songs, some 
in eastern and some in western Hindi, are attributed to him, 
a perusal of which shows how easily he learned the language of 
this country and expressed his thoughts in a form which will 
make him immortal even after his Persian poems are 
forgotten. 

Gorakhnath ranks next in importance to Khusro and is, 
according to Misra Brothers, the first Brahman Hindi writer. It 

^ was in the time of Gorakhnath that Brahmans realised the 
Importance of Hindi as a language of literary compositions. Qo- 
raKhnath, however, had his own reasons for adopting the verna¬ 
cular as the vehicle of his thoughts. He was the founder of a 
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schism which still exists and claims many thousand adherents 
in Upper India, and if he had written in Sanskrit, his teachings 
would not have appealed to the masses. He is also the first 
writer of Hindi prose and if we leave the witty Khusro out of 
account he was the first to write books on non-bardic themes 
showing that bardic poetry, the object of which was to please 
earthly patrons by singing their praises, was now beginning 
to give place to other and more serious subjects. 

THIRD PERIOD. 

Early Medieval Hindi. 

(F. E. 1440-1660.) 

This period begins from 1445, V. E. which marked the 
beginning of the poetical career of Vidyapati Thakur,^ justly 
styled the Maithil-kokila the sweet singer of Mithila). Vidya¬ 
pati was a prolific writer and a detailed account of his works 
is given in Book VI, Part I of these selections. The only point 
to be noted here is that the Hindi of his compositions is more 
like the present local Bhojpuri of Benares than the modern 
Maithili of his native place. It was in this period that the 
followers of Swami Ramanand commenced their religious com¬ 
positions in the language of the people. Hardly any of them 
were Pandits and it was in their own interests and in the 
interest of the religion which they preached that they sang for 
the people in the language of the people. Ramanand’s most 
famous disciple was the immortal Kabir, some account of whom 
will be found in Book IV. Nam Deva and Rai Das are other 
religious writers of this period. 

It was not only religious poetry which claims a prominent 
place here. The foundation stone of another departments of 
Hindi literature was laid in this epoch, I agree with my much 
lamented pupil and friend Babu Jagan Mohan Verma that the 
credit of settling the standard shape of epic poetry which found 
its perfection in the well-known JRam Charita Manas of Tulsidas 
in Awadhi was laid by Musalman writers of Hindi though Misra 
Brothers are of opinion that Lakshman Sen-Fadmawati of Damo, 
a poet of Rajputana, is the earliest love-poem in this form. 
Eohas and chaupais appear in the Frithiraj Rasau but they 
are unsuited to western Hindi and any attempt of western 
writers including Surdas to employ chaupai metre in their com¬ 
positions is a signal failure. It has already been remarked 
that Khusro during his residence in Ajodhya wrote his dohas^ 
pahelisy mukris, etc., in Awadhi. The earliest work which has 
come down to us is the Fadmawati of Malik Muhammad Jayasi bu^ 
several works of the same nature seem to have preceded it as 
mentioned in the Fadmawati itself. They are Samnawati, 
fChandravmtiy Mfigawati tmd Madhumalatu was 
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written by Kutban Sheikh in 909 Hijri. An incomplete copy 
of the book was sent to me by Babu Jagan Mohan Varma. This 
book contains one doha to every five chaupais, Qutban’s 
Mrigawati follows the same arrangement. This shows that 
the predecessors of Jayasi iti their epics wrote a doha after five 
chaupais and it was Jayasi who increased the number of chaupais 
to seven which Tulsidas increased to eight and more. A chaupai 
as its name implies means a stanza of four lines though ordinari¬ 
ly each set of two lines is complete in itself and this fact seems 
to have been either unknown to or overlooked by Musalman 
writers. Madhumalati abounds in Tadbhavas and we are there¬ 
fore justified in concluding that like the Fadmawati is a work of 
a Muhammadan author. 

It may be noted here that from the time of Amir Khusro 
to the 18th century of the Christian era, Musalman writers 
used this Awadhi in their compositions. Such writers could 
employ only the language of the people in their writings as the 
artificial language known as Urdu was not then in existence. 
Urdu poetry at the commencement employed such Hindi words 
as sajaii (Hindi word for husband) instead of mashuq. It is only 
when Urdu was developed in the exotic soil of the Deccan, as 
it is still fondly expected to do under the auspices of the 
Usmania University, that it was considered suitable to borrow 
Persian words and Persian constructions to give a foreign air 
to it and the result has been that Urdu scholars decline to be 
convinced that Muslim writers who wrote in the language of 
people as spoken in their time and in the Persian character,* 
bear the same relation to Urdu as the Canterbery Tales to 
Modern English literature and no Muslim writer who preceded 
Mir is considered worthy of the name of the poet. 

FOURTH PERIOD. 

Advanced MEDiEVAL Hindi. 

{V. E. 1560—1680.) 

The fourth period commences from the beginning of the 
fifteenth century of the Christian era and ends with the death 
of Tulsidas in 1623 A. D. This has justly been called the 
Augustan period of Hindi Literature and curiously enough it 
coincides with the period of Renaisance in English Literature. 
It was in this period that Shakespear and Milton flourished in 
England and Tulsidas, Surdas, and Keshava Das, the greatest 
luminaries in the firmament of Hindi poetry, shed their poetic 
lustre on the soil of India. It was in the words of Sir George 

’ -^MSS. of Fadmawati^ Madhumalati and Indirawati were originally in 

tbe Persian character and have been transliterated thence into Hindi. 
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Grierson, at this period that the young giant had bestirred 
himself, and found that he was strong; and young and lusty 
as an eagle, he went forth rejoicing to run his course. The 
earlier Rajput bards wrole in a time of transition, in a language 
which it would be diflBcult to define accurately, either as a 
late Prakrit or as an old form of the modern language of 
Rajputana. This was the period of infancy. Then came that 
of youth, when, with the revival of a popular religion to fill the 
place once taken by Buddhism, the teachers of the new doctrine 
had to write in a language * understanded of the people.* Malik 
Muhammad and the apostles of the two Vaishnava sects had to 
feel their way, and walked with uncertainty. When they wrote, 
the language spoken was practically the same as that spoken 
now in the rural parts of India, and they must have felt the 
same hesitation which Spenser and Milton felt in writing in their 
vernacular. Spenser chose the wrong method and cast his 
Faerie Queene into an antique mould, but Milton, though he once 
thought of writing his Paradise Lost in Latin, dared to be right, 
and thenceforward the English language was made. So was 
it in India, the first vernacular authors dared greatly, and 
succeeded.*'* There is however this difference. In Europe, 
Luther publislied his translation of Bible in the beginning of 
the I6th century and it was not till the reign of James 1 in the 
beginning of the 17th century that the authorised version of the 
Bible was published in England. In India as already shown 
the earliest attetnpt to translate the holy Gita was made in the 
beginningof the lOth century. It was however not till 1631 
V. E. (1574 A. D.) that the great Tulsidas, in the face of the 
violent opposition, vouched-safed to us the vernacular Ramayan 
which is now the “Bible of a hundred millions of people.” 
Keshava Das though with different motives, one of which was 
evidently to display his knowledge of Sanskrit literature, com¬ 
posed his Ramchandrika on the same subject. Surdas was 
attached in the court of Akbar and though he is considered 
a saint and his songs describe the loves of Krishna he could 
not but have escaped the temptation of a desire to please his 
patron and erotic poetry is always welcomed as recreation in 
leisure hours specially in Musalman courts. It is true that 
Akbar was very fond of hearing religious discussions but the 
poetry of Surdas can in no sense be understood to teach the 
principles of any religion. The other noted names of this 
period were, Hitaharibans, Hari Das, Balabhadra, Mubarak, 
Raskhan, Gangs, Narotam, Nipat Niranjan, Agradas, Nabhadas, 
Dadu Dayal, and the Jain Banarsidas. 

Even the courtiers of the Moghul Emperors, Abdul Rahim 
Khankhana, Birbal and Todar Mai wrote Hindi verses. 

Modem Vernacular Literature of Hindustan Introduction pp.—XVII XrS. 
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Avadbi had already made its mark in the iivritings of Kabir 
Das, and Jayasi, buc Brijbhasha seems to have attained its 
maturity in this period, having selected, as noted above, the 
loves of Krishna for its subject. It wias in this period that the 
canons of poetical criticism and the art of poetry were systema¬ 
tised by Keshava Das. 

FIFTH PERIOD. 

Early Adorned Hindi. 

(K. 1681—1790.) 

The next period is sometimes called the Age of Second-rate 
poets and commentators. We admit that it does not claim such 
masters as Tulsidas, Surdas, and Keshavadas but nevertheless 
it was a period of considerable poetical activity. Hindi had 
now secured a footing. The tyrannying and despotism of 
Aurangzab created among Hindus a spirit of resistence and 
as the persons who put this spirit in execution were evi¬ 
dently Indian Chiefs such as Sivaji, they naturally patronised 
such persons as extolled their bravery. Hindi writers believe 
that it was the heroic poems of Bhushan more than anything- 
else which inflamed the mind of Sivaji and excited a petty 
mountain chief to stand up in opposition to the great Moghul 
who wielded the destinies of Hindustan. On the other hand 
if Sivaji had not been a warrior himself he would have never 
handsomely paid Bhushan for a single stanza. It was in this 
period that a spirit of nationalism took the place of the Sakhi 
Bhava of the Ballabh cult in which as shown above a man 
placed himself in the position of a loving mistress to the Lord. 
This position, however, laudable in its essence was a soul-absorb¬ 
ing, nay all-absorbing, individual love cast at the feet of Him 
who is Love itself, and can not excite the mai'tial spirit in a 
man. 

This period does not claim any great religious preachers and 
the religio-erotic poetry of Surdas anti his followers gave place 
to the purely erotics of Senapati and Behari. 

The greatest poets of this period were Senapati, Behari, 
Bhushan, and Deva, though the other writers of the period are 
also known. Hiey are: — Dhruvadas, Chatuibhujdas, Byasji, 
Sadanand, Ciiintamani, Malukdas, Kavindrachaiya, Madhuridas, 
Suiidar Bra^imaii, Potikar, Beni, Baiiwari, Ndkanth, Maharaja 
Jaswant Singh, laj, Shromani, Sambhiinath Solanki, Narhari- 
das, Prannatli, Matiraiii, Madau, Sabal Singh, Gajadhar Bhatt, 
Kulpaii .VJisra, Sukhdeo Misra Kaviraj, Kalidas, Kamji Harikesh, 
Glianshiam, Newaj, Brinda, Chhatira, Baital, Alam, Sheikh, 
Lai, Priya Das, Guru Govind Singh, Cband, Kabindra, Shridhar 
Surat Misra, Ghananand, Sripati, Maharaja Nagaridas, Bhudhar- 
das, Krishna, Jodhraj, Ganjau, Mahbub, Pitam, and Har 
Charandaa. 
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The most famous writer of erotic poetry in this period is 
Behari and the ^j^reatest name in Hindi heroic poetry is that of 
Bliushan. Two of Bhushan’s brothers, Chintamani and Mati Ram 
have also written boots on the science of rhetoric which are 
considered authorities on the sublet Behari is believed to be a 
native of Bundelkhand. Babu Radhakrishiia Das in his Kavivar 
Behari Lai has ^^one to the length of affirming that he was a 
son of Keshava Das, basing his opinion on the following 
doha

and some linguistic coincidences. Whatever may have been the 
place of his birth he was an author of Brijamandal and com¬ 
posed his famous verses under the patronage of Mirza Jaisingh 
of Jaipur whom he calls Jaishah. He was followed by various 
imitators but never approached and we may safely say that in 
his own line he is unapproachable. Some scholars are of 
opinion that he could not have written only seven hundred 
couplets but that these seven hundred were selected by him 
for transmission to posterity out of many thousands. They were 
written not in any order or according to any scheme and this 
accounts for the divergence in their arrangements in almost all 
the standard editions of his book. His verses are called Akshar 
Kamadhenu and rny friend the late lamented Mahamahopadhya 
Pandit Sudhakar Duvedi has given an instance of 140 different 
interpretations of one doha and a medical interpretation of 
another. It may be noted here that this interpretation is pos¬ 
sible only according to the old method of writing Hindi without 
separating the words. Some of the poets of this period also 
attempted to reproduce Sanskrit books in Hindi. This age may 
be said to be that of great literary activity and Hindi 
literature afterwards began to show signs of decline. 

SIXTH PERIOD. 

Advanced Adorned Hindi. 

(F. E. 1790—1889.) 

The age of advanced adorned Hindi may be said to have 
commenced shortly before the death of Deva* It ranges between 
the appearances of the great poet Das to Padmakar nom de gurr$ 
of Pyarelal of Banda- This period commenced at a time when 
Hindi had reached the bloom of her youth and its writers hadi 
adorned her with all the ornaments of speech and rhetoric. It 
could not therefore go further. This resulted in writers of this 
period paying greater attention to ornaments than to sentiments 
and as a natural consequence books on nayika hhed and nakhsikh 
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were the order of the day. This may be attributed in part to 
the decline of Hindu power. It must not liowever be said that 
the poets of this period were inferior in their own line to those 
which any other country had produdfed. Bhikaridas is still a 
great name and will always cremain so long as there is any 
Hindi reading public. He was the first to formulate poetical 
criticism and Misra Brothers justly say that he was a Munshi 
by caste and therefore he had displayed his natural talent as a 
Munshi in his Kahitta Ratnakar where he lays down rules of 
poetical criticism. Other writers on rhetoric are Tosh of 
Sudhanidhi^ Dulah of the KavikuUKanthabharan, Akshar Ananya 
of Rajayoga^ Bakhshi Hans Raj of the Sneha Sagar and 
Nur Muhammad of the Indrawati^ an epic on the lines of Padma- 
toad are noted names of this period. 

Even in the declining age of Hindu supremacy, the poet 
Sudan of Muttra found in the exploits of the Jat chief Suraj Mai 
of Bharatpur, a fitting subject for writing a heroic poem and 
displaying his great command over the language. Padmakar’s 
Himmat Bahadur Birdawali gives a vivid description of the 
battle between None Arjun Singh and Himmat Bahadur in 
which Arjun Singh was defeated and killed. The other poets 
of the period Raja Gur Datt Singh, Dalpat Rai. Som Nath, 
Bansi Dhar, Shiva Narain, Raslin, Raghunath, Lalit Kishore, 
Chacha Brindaban Hit, Girdhar Kavirai, Thaknr, Goman, 
Shambhu Nath Misra, Bhagwant Rai Kbichi, Sahjo Bai, Kishore 
Pokhi, Brijbasi Das, Chandan, Maniyar, Maharaja Ram Singh, 
Hatthi and Bhawan. 

It was also in this period that the foundation was laid of 
present Hindi prose literature by Lallu Lai of the Frem Sagar 
and Sadal Misra of the Nasaketopakhyan. 

SEVENTH PERIOD. 

The Transition. 

(K. E, 1889 to 1926.) 

This is a short period of development of our country's 
literature in the last days of East India Company and the 
early days of India under the Crown. The establishment of 
printing presses throughout the country gave a great impetus 
to the diffusion of vernacular literature and the progress was 
undisturbed even by the great civil commotion in 1857. The 
leading stars of this period were Maharaja Man Singh of 
Ajodhya himsel a poet and a patron of poets, and the great 
reformer Swami Dayanand Saraswati, founder of the Arya 
Samaj. 

Maharaja Man Singh was a Shakadvipi Brahman of Fyzabad 
district and had through his own tact and personal exertions 
consolidated the Mehdauna Raj, established by bis father Raja 
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Darshan Singh. His court was always surrounded by poets 
and scholars, chief of whom were Pandit Prabin and Lachhi 
Ram. The Maharaja himself wrote poetry under the no7n de 
guerre of Dwij Deva, mostly on erotic subjects and the language 
used by him was necessarily Brija Bhasha. Lachhi Ram was 
a poet of the old school and has written several books on the 
hackneyed subject of nayika-bhed. Pandit Prabin in his heroic 
verses makes the nearest approach to Bhushan. 

It was in this period that the great collection of Hindi songs 
namely the Rag Sagarodhbhava was compiled by Krishnanand 
Vyas Deva. It is erroneously called the Sur Sagar but “ it is 
really an anthology of selections from the works of more than 
two hundred poets who were followers of Krisna. It was finished 
in Sambat 1900 (A. D. 1843) and was written iri emulation of 
Raja Sir Radhakanta Deb’s well-known Sanskrit Encyclopaedia 
entitled tlie Shabda-Kalpadruma. Some years ago this work, 
which was printed in Calcutta, was sold for a hundred rupees 
a copy, but it is now out of print.” 

” Dr. Rajendra Lai Mittra, who as a boy was personally 
acquainted with him, gives me the following information 
regarding this author:—‘The book was in three volumes 'Phe 
author, I remember, told me that he would make his work extend 
to seven volumes, the same as Raja Radhakanta D^h’s 
Kalpadruma^ but I do not think he had materials ready at hand 
for the purpose. He carried about with him a huge bundle of 
MS. notes, but I never liad an opportunity to examine them, 
and I was, too young then to care for them. The author was a 
Brahman, and his great pretension was that he could song sing 
in three octaves, the ordinary compass of the human voice 
being two and a half octaves. He pretended also that he could 
sing in all the iZaaa^ and Raginis with absolute accuracv, and 
without mixing up the latter; but I never studied music myself 
and in my youth cared nothing about it, so I never could get 
any proof of the man’s pretensions. He was always singing 
but was not a professional musician, that is, he never let him 
self out on hire. He received presents from the rich people of 
the town frequently, but never accepted anything as wages or 
remuneration for singing.”* 

In the preface the author has given a list of all the poets 
and all the works with which he is acquainted. One hundred 
and twenty-four have been noted by Sir George Grierson includ¬ 
ing the well-known Urdu poet Sauda. 

Maharaja Raghuraj Singh, grandfather of the present Ruler 
of Rewa State was also a great poet and patron of poets. His 
translation of the Bhagwat Puran entitled Anaudimbuuidhi is 
much admired and bis songs are still sung in the temples of 
Ayodhya.

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Theoourtof Maharaja Iswari Narain Sinha of Benares had 
also its Inininaries. Sardar and Kashtha Jihwa Swami. Sardar 
was H poet, but is woll-known for his excellent commentaries on 
the Kavinriya^ the Risikapriya^ and Sui^^js ka Drishkut He also 
compiled the Sringnr Sangrah^ a work on rhetoric dealing with 
all the branches of the arf of poetical composition. It was 
written in 1840 and contains quotations from one hundred and 
twenty-five Hindi poets. 

Kashtha .Jihwa Swami was the pseudo-nym of Swimi Dpva 
Tirfha He was a Saiva first but subsequently became a 
Vaishnava. His songs breathe a deep devotion to the I^)rd and 
are still sung in the Benares court. 

Baba Raghnnath Das Ramsanehi, author of the Bhram Sagir 
and Rasik Behari, author of the Ram kasayan both of Ajodhia, 
and Lala Gokul Prasad are also well-known writers of this 
period. 

“ Sto/imi Dayanand Surasioati, the venerable founder of the 
Arya Samaj, played a very prominent part in the revival, deve¬ 
lopment and popularization of Hindi. Being born and brought 
up in extreme western province, Kathiawar, where Onjerati is 
the prevalent vernacular and having an exceptional mastery 
over Sanskrit which he not only could speak with the fluency 
of mother-tongue, but which was the only language he spoke 
for several years, it was rather unusual for him to so ardently 
espouse the cause of Hindi. But a seer^s insight into future 
enabled him to see clearly that if there was any language that 
deserved to be called, and expected to be the Lingua Franca oi 
India, it was Hindi. Therefore it is that we find him giving 
preference to Hindi over his mother-tongue Gujerati and his 
most revered language Sankrit. Just as Gautam Buddha and 
Mahavir patronized the languages of the masses of their times 
in the same way Swarai Dayanand added special lustre to Hindi 
by giving it a dignified name Arya Bhasha and by enjoining 
his followers to learn it, for one of the bye-laws of the Arya 
Samaj says that it is incumbent on every member of the Arya 
Samaj to learn Arya-Bhasha and to conduct his business in it. 
He wrote his most important book the Satyarth Prakash as well 
as half a dozen booklets exclusively in Hindi, while his famous 
commentaries on the Rig Veda and Yajur Veda, though origi¬ 
nally in Sanskrit, were translated into Hindi under his own 
guidance. Of the Arya Samaj Mr. ^now Sir Duncan) Baillie 
spoke in these terms : — 

“ The Arya Samaj has, however, acquired an importance 
disproportionate to its present numbers from the high standard 
of intelligence of the majority of its adherents and the active 
methods, of propagandism adopted ” and “ best educated as a 
whole after the Native Christians and with the male population 
better educated than in that class are the Aryas, who including^ 
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children over five have rather more than half the total male 
population educated, and excluding children under five, nearly 
three-fifths.” 

Actuated by a sense of respon8ii)iUty these “ best educated ” 
members of the Arya Samaj are doing their level best to enrich 
Hindi literature. From the Punjab alone where before the 
advent of the Arya Samaj, familiarity with Hindi alphabet was 
a rare thing, a sufficiently large number of Hindi books and 
Hindi perodicals is published every year. In other provinces 
too wherever the Arya Samajist goes, he makes it a point to 
take Hindi with him.” (Gangaprasad, M. A.) 

EIGHTH PERIOD. 

Modern Hindi. 

f^From V. E. 1926.) 

The Modern Period,” say the Misra Brothers, practically 
begins with the great Harish Chandra followed by many writers 
of considerable eminence. The present age is essentially that 
of prose and the Braj dialect is gradually giving way to Khari 
Bjli as the vehicle of poetic effusions also.” 

It is unfortunate that some of these eminent writers are 
dead, yet, 

Some still live treading the thorny road, 

Which leads through toil and hate to Fame’s serene abode. 

For various reasons, however, I have included in these 
selections extracts from the works of Harish Chandra alone. He 
was, according to Sir George Grierson, the most celebrated of 
the native poets of the present day. 

I'his is a period of considerable literary activity. Hindi 
papers and Hindi journals have a wide circulation and a glance 
at the Statement ot Particulars regarding Books and Periotlicals 
published quarterly in the local gazette will show the daily 
increasing number of Hindi books issued from innumerable 
presses scattered throughout the United Provinces. It is true 
that we have no great poets in this period, tiiough he title * Kavi- 
samrat * is given to some by a handful of admirers. There is also 
little to which the term original can be applied. Even the 
great Harish Chandra could not resist the temptation and in bis 
principal works was only a translator and an imitator. Indiffer¬ 
ent Hindi translations of Bengali novels find a profftable

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market. An idea seems to be gaining ground that there is some¬ 
thing outside in Bengali, Qujerati and Marathi which cannot 
be produced here and we must content ourselves with reading 
them in bland paraphrase. In poetry an artificial language has 
been manufactured, a reference to which has been made in my 
Brief History of the Hindi Language, which lacks in the natural 
sweetness of our mother-tongue. 

Tlie result of the diffusion of this literature is that Hindi is 
losing its distinctiveness and assimilating Bengali and Marathi 
idioms which sound harsh and unmusical to trained ears. It is 
alleged tliar tliis is a blessing in disguise and that the languages 
are being thrown into the melting pot. The late Justice Sarda 
Charan Mitra started a scheme for a common Devanagari script 
and Bengali and Oriya articles transliterated into the Devana¬ 
gari and published in the journal Dei^anogar issued by the 
Society established by him, could with very little effort be un¬ 
derstood by purely Hindi speakers, showing that the gulf in the 
written language was due more to local influences than to 
actual dialectical variations. May we, therefore, hope that the 
inhahitanta of the various divisions of Aryan India will soon 
forget their minor differences and will glory in the common 
Himli*^* language atid the common Hindi literature ? 

® Hindi of which India is only the Grecian form there being no 
aspirate in Greek, was a name originally given to our mo’her-country 
by for igners and we have naturalised it. Hindi therefore means 
the language of Hindi not of any particular portion of India 



APPENDIX. 

Awadhi Literature. 

563. Two dialects of Eastern Hindi, Awadhi and Bagbeli, 
have received considerable literary culture. Of these the 
Awadhi literature is by far the most important. The earliest 
writer of note in that dialect was a Musalman, Malik Muham¬ 
mad of Jayas (fl. 1540 A. D.), the author of the fine philosophic 
epic entitled the Padmawat, 

“ The story of the Padmawat is founded on the historical 
facts of the siege of Chitaur, which is described by Tod 
(Rajasthani, 262 (Calc. ed. I, 281, and ff). The substance 
is as follows: Lakam’si, the minor king of Chitaur, came 
to the throne in A. D. 1275. His uncle Bhimsi ruled during 
his minority. He had espoused Padmini, the daughter of 
Hammir Sankh (Chauhan) of Ceylon. Ala’d-din besieged 
the city in order to obtain possession of her, and after a long 
and fruitless siege he restricted his desire to a mere sight of 
her extraordinary beauty, and acceded to the proposal of behold¬ 
ing her through the medium of mirrors. Relying on the 
faith of the Rajput, he entered Chitaur, slightly guarded, 
and having gratified his wish returned. The Rajput, unwill¬ 
ing to be outdone in confidence, accompanied the king to 
the foot of the fortress. Here Ala had an ambush waiting. 
Bhira^si was made prisoner, and his liberty made to depend 
on the surrender of Padmini. She being informed of this, 
agreed to give herself up as a ransom for her husband ; and 
having provided wherewithal to secure her from dishonour, she 
designed with two chiefs of her own kingdom of Ceylon—her 
uncle Gora and her nephew Badal—a plan for the liberation of 
the prince without hazarding her life and fame. She was accom¬ 
panied into Ala’s camp by a procession of litters, borne by, and 
filled with, armed men disguised as females and handmaids, 
some of whom returned taking Padmini and Bhimsi with them 
in disguise; the rest remained in the enemy’s camp till the ruse 
was discovered, when they covered the retreat of their master 
and were cut down to a man in doing so. Bhimsi and Padmini 
escaped into Chitaur, and after an unsuccessful attempt at storm¬ 
ing the citadel in which Gora was killed Alau’d-din raised the 
siege. He returned again to the siege in 1290 (Firishta says 
thirteen years later), and one by one eleven out of twelve sons 
of Bhimsi were slain. Then, having made arrangements for 
the escape of Ajaisi, his second son, to continue the family line, 
the Rana himself, calling around him his devoted clans, for 
whom life had no longer any charms, threw open the portals 
f^nd carried death into, and met it in the crowded ranks of Ala. 
• 3 
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‘ But another awful sacrifice preceded this act of self-devotion, 
in that horrible rite the Jauhar, where the females are immolated 
to preserve them from pollution or captivity. The funeral pyre 
was lighted within the great subterranean retreat, in chambers 
impervious to the light «f day, and the defenders of Chitaur 
beheld in procession its queens, their own wives and daughters, 
to the number of several thousands. The fair Padmini closed 
the throng, which was augmented by whatever of female beauty 
or youth could be tainted by Tatar lust. They were conveyed 
to the cavern, and the opening closed upon them, leaving them 
to find security from dishonour in the devouring element. * 
The Tatar conqueror took possession of an inanimate capital, 
strewed with the bodies of its brave defenders, the smoke yet 
issuing from the recesses where lay consumed the once fair 
object of his desire.”* 

“ At the end the author says that the book is an allegory 
describing the search of the soul for true wisdom, and the 
trials and temptations which beset it in its course. Malik 
Muhammad’s ideal of life is high, and throughout the work of 
the Musalman ascetic there run veins of the broadest charity 
and of sympathy with these higher spirits among his Hindu 
fellow countrymen who were groping in the dark for that light 
of which many of them obtained glimpses.”! 

‘‘ Half a century later, contemporary with our Shakespeare, 
we find the poet and reformer Tulsi Das. This extraordinary 
man, who, if we take for our test the influence which he exer¬ 
cises at the present day, was one of the half dozen great writers 
which Asia has produced, deserves more than a passing notice. 
He is popularly known as the author of a history of Rama, but 
he was far more than that. He occupies a position amongst the 
singers of the Rama legend peculiar to himself. Unlike the 
religious poets who dwelt in the Doab, and whose theme was 
Krishna, he lived at Benares, unequalled and alone in his niche 
in the Temple of Fame. Disciples he had in plenty—today 
they are numbered by millions—but imitators, none. Looking 
back through the vista of centuries we see his noble figure 
standing in its own pure light as the guide and saviour of 
Hindostan. His influence has never ceased, nay, it has ever 
kept increasing and only when we reflect upon the fate of 
Tantra-ridden Bengal or on the wanton orgies which are carried 
out under the name of Krishna worship, can we justly appreci¬ 
ate the work of the man who first in Northern India taught the 
infinite vileness of sin and the infinite graciousness of the 
Deity, and whose motto might have been:— 

“ He prayeth best who loveth best 

All things both great and small.”

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But Tulsi Das not only taught this elevated system of religion : 
he succeeded in getting his teaching accepted. He founded 
no sect, laid down no dogjnatic creed, and yet his great work is 
at the present day the one Bible of ninety millions of people, 
and fortunate it has been for them •that they had this guide. 
It has been received as the perfect example of the perfect book, 
and thus its influence has not only been exercised over the 
unlettered multitude, but over the long series of authors who 
followed him, and specially over the crowd which sprang into 
existence with the introduction of printing at the beginning of 
the last century. As Mr. Qrowse says, in the introduction to 
his translation of the Ramayan of this author, “ the book is in 
everyone's hands, from the court to the cottage, and is read and 
heard and appreciated alike by every class of the Hindu^ com¬ 
munity whether high or low, rich or poor, young or old."* In 
fact the importance of Tulsidas in the history of India cannot 
be overrated. Putting the literary merits of his work out of 
the question, the fact of its universal acceptance by all classes, 
from Bhagalpur to the Punjab, and from the Himalaya to the 
Nerbudda, surely demands more than a polite acknowledgment 
of his existence. Nearly thirty years ago, an old missionary said 
to me that no one could hope to understand the natives of 
Upper India, till he had mastered every line that Tulsi Das 
had written. I have since learned to know how right he was. 
The result of the commanding position which this poet occupies 
in the literary history of India, is that the Awadhi dialect in 
which he wrote has since his time been accepted as the only 
form of North Indian speech in which certain forms of poetry 
can be composed. For the past three centuries the great mass 
of Indian poetical literature has been inspired by one or other 
of two themes, the history of Rama and the history of Krishna. 
The scene of the latter’s early exploits was the central Doab, 
with the district of Muttra to its south, and the Braj Bhasha of 
that tract has been used as the means of recording it. But all 
the vast literature dealing with Rama has been composed in 
Awadhi. Nay, more, the use of Awadhi has extended, so that, 
excepting that devoted to the Krishna cycle, nine-tenths of 
all the poetry of North India has been written in it. Such, for 
instance, is the great translation of the Mahabharata made at 
the commencement of the last century for the Maharaja of 
Benares. The list of authors in this dialect is a long one, and 
their works include many of great merit/^_

BRAJBHASHA LANGUAGE AND LITERA¬ 
TURE. 

“ The dialect is called Braj Bhakha (also spelt Braj Bhasha) 
i. the language of the Braja Mandal. It is also called 
Antarbedi, the language of Antarbed (Sanskrit Antarvedi^ 
literally the country within the sacrificial ground i. e. the holy 
land par excellence of India) or the Doab between the Ganges 
and the Jumna. Neither name completely describes the lan¬ 
guage for it is spoken far beyond the Braj Mandal and the Doab 
although it does not by any means cover the whole of the latter 
tract. The Braj Mandal almost exactly coincides with the 
modern district of Muttra, if we exclude the eastern corner 
comprising Sadabad and a portion of Mahaban which were 
added to the district in the year 1832. The Braj Mandal 
(Sanskrit Vraja Mandala) or region of the Cow Pens, is the 
country round Gokula and Vrindavana, the abode of Krishna^s 
foster-father Nanda and the scene of that demigod^s juvenile 
adventures.'’ 

‘‘ Braj Bhakha has a long and illustrious roll of authors. The 
earliest works with which I am acquainted is the Prithiraj 
Rasau of Chand Bardai. Chand states himself that he was 
born at Lahore and he was the most famous of the Rajput bards. 
Neverthless he wrote neither in Punjabi nor Rajasthani but in 
an old form of the Braj Bhakha. He was the court poet of 
Prithiraj Chauhan of Delhi, the last of the great Hindu mon- 
archs, who was conquered and slain by the Muhammadan 
invaders under Shahabuddin in the year 1192 A. D. In the 
Prithiraj Rasau, Chand celebrates his master’s exploits. These 
took place mainly in the middle Doab and the north of Rajpu- 
tana and Bundelkhand, so that the employment of Braj Bhakha 
is not surprising. The language is so old that parts of it are 
actually pure Prakrit. Unfortunately the value of the work 
either as a historical document or for linguistic study is dis¬ 
counted by the fact that grave doubts exist as to its genuine¬ 
ness. It is, in any case, certain that it contains copious inter¬ 
polations. The poem has not yet been critically edited in its 
entirety, but the Nagari Pracharini Sabha of Benares has under¬ 
taken the task, and a good edition is now (1812) becoming 
available to students.”*

AUTHORS OF BUNDELKHAND 

The earliest author of Bundelkhand of whom one finds any 
mention was Jaganika, who attended the court of RajaParmardi 
Deva of Mahoba in the latter part of the 12th century. He is 
said to have chronicled the depds of his patron in a work called 
Alha Khanda. But unhappily this work has not been found pre¬ 
served in manuscripts and one has only the authority of tradi¬ 
tion to think that Alha songs, which are sung all over Hindustan 
are based on liis writings. It is still an open question whether 
the Mahoba Khanda as found in certain manuscripts of the 
Prithwi Raj Rasau of Chanda Bardai is really the work of 
Jaganika or at least based on some other work composed by 
him. To attribute the authorship of this Khanda to Chanda 
Bardai is open to several objections. But there is no doubt that 
Jaganika wrote some book in honour of his patron. 

Thus it will be seen that the history of literature in Bundel¬ 
khand really dates from the time when the Bundelas firmly 
established themselves at Orchha in the latter half of the 16th 
centuiy. It is not till the middle of this century that we find 
Bundelkand taking any active part in the revival of literature 
which had commenced under religious zeal in Upper India. 
In the year 1555 A. D., Vyasa Swami of Orchha proceeded to 
Brindaban, the centre of the literary activity under Vaishnava 
influence, became a disciple of Nimbaditya and eventually 
founded a new sect of Vaishnavas called the Hari Vyasis. His 
songs are still sung all over Bundelkhand together with those 
of Sur Das and others. In the year 1552 A. D. Rudra-Pratapa 
or Pratap-Rudra was succeeded by his son Madhukar Sah, 
who had in his court the well-known Kesava Das, the first 
of the long line of authors who followed him. It was Kesava 
Das who showed great eagerness in putting Hindi Poetry 
under technical I’estrictions. Though a small beginning had 
been made prior to him by Khem of Braja and one Muni Lala, 
he is regarded as the founder of the Technical School of Poetry. 
He was followed by a number of authors who eagerly set 
themselves to write treatises on rhetoric, classification of women, 
and poetical emotions. It was really on such works as these 
that a rising author hoped to rest his fame. This mode of 
composition has ever since occupied a prominent place in the 
intellectual activity of the people. This practice though it 
gave refinement and polish to Hindi composition, did not fail 
to bring some evils in its train. Under its influence the range

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of an author’s vision became comparatively narrowed and many 
other things which deserved better treatment at his hands were 
left undone. The occasions for descriptions of different phases 
of nature which various turns of a narrative offer were lost out 
of sight and the technical writer had to delight his readers by 
presenting abrupt and isolated views of life. This accounts for 
the enormous place that erotic books occupy in Hindi Literature. 

It must not be supposed, however, that narratives ceased 
to have any share in the field of Hindi Poetry. Even Kesava 
Das thought fit to write three good narratives (1) Ram Chandrika^ 
(2) Bira Sinha .Deva Charita and (3) Ratana Bawani. This last 
mentioned historical work of the celebrated author was dis¬ 
covered for the first time in the course of the search carried on 
during the period under report. After him Megharaja Pradhana 
wrote Mrigawati ki katlia, a love tale in verse, in the year 1666 
A. D. at the suggestion of Arjuna Sinha, nephew of Raja Sujana 
Sinha of Orchha. Chhattra Prakasa of Gore Lai or Lai Kavi 
is a valuable account of the life and doings of Raja Chhatrasala 
and contains a brief history of the Bundelas. Jagata Raj 
Digvijaya of Harikesa besides describing the conquests of Raja 
Jagat Raj of Jaitpur, embodies a history of many ruling 
Kshattriya clans, such as Chandels, Bhurnihars, Gonds, etc. 
In addition to these many genealogies of the Bundelas are found 
scattered all over the country. Stories and legends from the 
Ramnyan the Mahahharata and the Furanas form the bulk of the 
narratives. Medicine and Astrology also received due attention. 
Veterinary books dealing with the species of horses, elephants 
and camels, describing their diseases and treatment, are also 
found in numbers. Nor did the authors neglect to give lessons 
on morals by means of translations from the Sanskrit. Books 
on the art of Government are also met with though in 
small numbers. 

One class of composition is entirely due to the Kayasthas 
who held and still hold many responsible posts in the native 
states and unlike their brethren of the United Provinces and 
the Punjab have been taking an active interest in Hindi Litera¬ 
ture. Out of 120 authors noticed during these years, 42 are 
Kayasthas. The fact is peculiar to Bundelkhand. These Kayas¬ 
thas have written a number of books that go by the name of 
JDaftarnamas, In these the methods of keeping official records 
and accounts in the native states are set forth in easy verses.*

ALHA 

I do not suppose that any epic poem is at the present day 
BO popular as that of Alha and Udal, which is sung by itinerant 
bards all over Northern India. The entire cycle has never 
been collected, but portions of it and even translations of 
portions have often been published. The earliest version of 
the epic with which we are acquainted is contained in the 
Mahoha Khand of the Prithiraj Rasau^ attributed to Chand 
Bardai. (FI. 1190 A. D.) Chand Bardai was the court bard of 
Prithiraj Chauhan, King of Delhi. The Mahoha Khand deals 
mainly with the war between that monarch and Parmal, the 
Chandel of Mahoha, and according to another, and more pro¬ 
bable tradition was the work of Jagnaik* the bard of Parmal. 
A translation of a part of it will be found in Tod's Rajas¬ 
than^ i. 614 and ff. There are two or three native editions of 
the modern cycle, none of which is complete. Portions of one 
of them were translated by Mr. Waterfield into vigorous 
English ballad metre, and appeared in vols. Ixi, Ixii, and Ixiii 
of the Calcutta Review, under the title of ‘ Nine Lakh Chain, 
or the Maro Feud.’ A full account of the contents of these 
editions, from the pen of tlie present writer, will be found in 
vol. xiv of the Indian Antiquary pp. 255 and ff. An edition of 
the text and a translation of the chapter relating to Alha’s 
marriage, as current in Biliar, also by the present writer, will 
be found on pp. 209 and ff. of the same volume. 

Some years ago Mr. Vincent Smith was kind enough to 
present me with a collection of notes on the Bundeli dialect of 
Hamirpur which he had made when he was employed in the set¬ 
tlement of that district. These contained two extracts from the 
cycle, which are given just as they were taken down under his 
supervision from the lips of rustic singers. Both are fragments 
but they are valuable not only as specimens of a class of poetry 
which is very popular over a large part of our Indian posses¬ 
sions. In Hamirpur the whole series of songs dealing with Alha 
and Udal is known as Saira or Alha. Separate fragments, which 
are recited at one time are called Pawar, Samay, or Mar. 

It is unnecessary t(^ give here a full account of the contents 
of the Alha cycle. Those interested in the subject will find 
what they require (so far as is known) in the article in the 
Indian Atdiqnrry quoted above. 1 propose to give here much 
of the legend as is necessary for understanding the specimens 
now printed. It is to be understood that what is narrated is 
legend (and not the only legend,—they are often contradictory) 
and not history. The main characters are historical, but their 
adventures, as here recorded, are not. 

^.Jaganik. 
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The three royal personages dealt with are—(1) Prithiraj or 
Pithaura, the Chaiihan king of Delhi ; (2) Jaichand, the 
Rathor king of Kanauj and (3) Parmal or Paramardi, the 
Chandel king of Mahoba in Bundelkhand. The first two are 
cousins. Both were grand-nephews of Anang Pal Tomar of 
Delhi, and, when he died, Prithiraj, although the younger, 
was proclaimed king to the exclusion of Jaichand. The result 
was a lifelong enmity between the two princes, which even¬ 
tually facilitated the conquering of India by the Tartar hordes 
of Central Asia. Prithiraj and his bard Chand were killed in 
battle lighting against the Muhammadans in the year 1193 
A. D. Kanauj was overwhelmed, and Jaichand slain in the 
following year by Shaliabuddin, the ‘ Meteor of the Faith ^ and 
his son fled to Marwar, where he established the principality 
now known as Jodhpur. Parmal reigned from about 1165 to 
1202 A. D. He was defeated and expelled from Mahoba by 
Prithiraj in the year 1182. Here legend departs from history. 
According to the former Parmal was so crushed witli this 
defeat that he abandoned his kingdom and fled to Gaya where 
he ultimately died, being the last of the Chandel kings of 
Mahoba. Asa matter of history twenty years later we still find 
him fighting bravely against the Musalman Kutubuddin at 
Kalinjar. He was not the last of his race, but had several 
obscure successors on the throne. 

The historical Parmal was probably the son of his predeces¬ 
sor Madana-Varma Chandel, but tlie legendary account is quite 
different. It runs as follows :— 

Parmal conquered the whole of India. The first city he 
conquered was Mahoba in Bundelkhand, of which Basdeo 
Parihar was the prince. Basdeo had one son Mahil and three 
daughters, Malha fna)(al80 called Padmini), Diwala, and Tilka. 
Parmal married Malha and treated Mahil with consideration, 
but the latter never forgave his father’s conqueror and was the 
cause of his ultimate downfall. He is throughout the villain 
of the cycle. 

Parmal, according to Chandel custom, had two faithful 
attendants belonging to the Banaphar tribe of Rajputs. They 
were named Dasraj and Bachhraj. To Dasraj he gave his 
sister-in-law Diwala in marriage, and to Bachhraj, Tilka. By 
these marriages, Dasraj had two sons Alha and (much younger) 
Udal, and Bachhraj had one, Malkhan. Dasraj had another son 
by an Ahir woman, who was named Chaura. On his birth he 
was exposed in the river, and was picked up and taken 
to Prithiraj Chauhan of Delhi, who adopted him as a son, and 
when he grew up, appointed him to a command in his army. 
We thus find him, in the final catastrophe, fighting against his 
half brothers Alha and Udal. Dasraj also had a daughter, 

_who bore a son called Siha. 

4 
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Finally, Parinal had a son by Malha, named Brahmajit Varma. 
Much against his father’s will he married Bela, the daughter of 
Prithiraj, but was killed while yet a boy on the fatal field of 
Urai.* He never brought his bride home, and, in the speci¬ 
mens now given, we find^Bela still in her father’s house, but, 
like a true Rajput wife, a strong partisan on her husband’s side 
of the quarrel. 

The other prominent figures in the poem (besides Prithiraj 
and Jaichand) are : — 

Jagnaik, bard of Parmal. 
Lakhan, nephew of Jaichand. 
Raypal, elder son of Jaichand. 
Qulalan, younger son of Jaichand. 
Raybhan, Raja of Karba, a fief of Kanauj, under Jai¬ 

chand.

Of the above Miyan (or Miran) Talhan is the most important 
figure. He was a Musalman of Benares, who took service under 
Parmal. He and Dasraj (Alha and Udal’s father) were intimate 
friends, and had exchanged turbans. After the latter’s death 
he attached himself to Alha and Udal, and followed tlieir for¬ 
tunes to Kanauj. Alha looked upon him as his father, and he 
appears throughout as the Nestor of the story. He was killed 
in the final struggle at Urai and was buried at Mahoba, where 
his tomb near the Kirat Sagar is still shown. He rode a horse 
called ‘ the lioness ’ (Singhin) and had nine sons and eichteen 
grandsons. *

We pass over to the final catastrophe. Mahil, Parnfial’s 
brother-in-law and evil counsellor, saw tliat there was no hope of 
compassing the latter’s ruin so long as he was protected by 
these valiant champions. He pursuaded Parmal to demand 
from Alha his famous mare, Kariliya and on the request being 
refused, so far to forget their services as to expel the brothers 
ignominiously from his territory. With their mother and 
families, and accompanied by Talhan Benarasi they repaired 
to Kanauj, wliere Jaichand received them, but being himself 
in dread of Alha, despatched him on an expedition against the 
rebellious chiefs of Gan jar (traditionally identified with Gujerat), 
who had hitherto successfully defied all the forces sent against 
them. Accompanied by Lakhan, the nephew of Jaichand, 
Alha and Udal successfully accomplished their task, and were 
received into great favour, Alha having the fief of Raykot (near 
Kanauj) assigned to him. 

In the meantime a quarrel had arisen between Prithiraj 
Chauhan of Delhi and Parmal regarding some troops of the 
former who had been cut up while passing through the latter^s 
territory. Mahil diligently fanned the flame, and pursuaded 
Prithiraj to bide his time for vengeance. After the lapse of 
eight years Mahil contrived in his capacity as minister to send 
Parraal’s army to the south, and then sent word to Prithiraj 
that the way was now open to Mahoba. Prithiraj at once 
advanced and attacked Sirsa, where Malkhan was governor. 
The latter sent pressing appeals for help to Parmal, who, under 
the traitorous persuasion of Mahil, replied that it was Malkhan’a 
business to drive out Prithiraj. Deeply hurt at this superci¬ 
lious reply, Malkhan nevertheless made a brave resistance, but 
was in the end overwhelmed by superior numbers, and himself 
met a glorious death in the midst of his foes. 

Parmal, now seriously alarmed for the safety of his kingdom, 
called a council, and on the advice of Malha, his queen, 
demanded a truce from his adversary on the plea of the absence 
of his champions Alha and Udal. Prithiraj, with Rajput 
chivalry, granted the request, on condition that, at the end of 
year, during which each party was to prepare for the final 
battle, it should be fought on open ground, which should give 
no advantage to either party, and the vast plain round Urai 
(in the present district of Jalaun) was fixed upon as the decid- 
ing scene of the contest. 

Parmal then despatched his bard Jagnaik to Kanauj to 
recall Alha and Udal. On the way Jagnik halted at Kurhat on 
the bank of the Jamna, where the local Raja Raybhan, hospita¬ 
bly entertained him, but in the morning refused to return VQ 
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his guest that splendid armour with which his horse was decked. 
Jagnaik accordingly went on to Kanauj vowing vengeance 
against Raybhan. 

He was cordially received by Alha who, however, refused to 
assist Parmal till his mother Diwala pressed upon him his duty 
as a Rajput. ‘ Let us fly to Mahoba,’ exclaimed Diwala. But 
Alha was silent, while Udal said aloud, ‘ May evil spirits seize 
Mahoba ! Can we forget the day when, in distress, he drove us 
forth. Return to Mahoba—let it stand or fall, it is the same 
to me ; Kanauj is henceforth my home.’ 

‘ Would that the gods had made me barren,’ said Diwala, 
‘ that I had never borne sons, who thus abandon the paths of 
the Rajputs, and refuse to succour their prince in danger ! Her 
heart bursting with grief, and her eyes raised to heaven, she 
continued : “ Was it for this, O Universal Lord, thou madest 
me feel a mother’s pangs for these destroyers of Banaphar’s 
fame? Unworthy offspring! the heart of the true Rajput 
dances with joy at the mere name of strife—some carl must 
have stolen to my embrace, and from such they must be sprung.’ 
The young chiefs arose, their faces withered in sadness. ‘ When 
we perish in defence of Mahoba, and, covered with wounds, 
perform deeds that will leave a deathless name; when our 
heads roll in the field—when we embrace the valiant in fight, 
and, treading in the footsteps of the brave, make resplendent 
the blood of both lines, even in the presence of the heroes of the 
Chauhan, then will our mother rejoice.’ 

At length roused to indignation, Alha rushed impetuously 
to Jaichand, and demanded leave to depart. This was at first 
refused, but ultimately granted after an angry scene ; and the 
king of Kanauj not only gave the required permission, but 
sent a powerful army, headed by his own sons Raipal and 
Gulalan against the Chauhans of Delhi. 

The army marched. On the way they passed Kurhat where 
Jagnaik demanded vengeance for his stolen horse armour. A 
battle ensued in which Raybhan was defeated and compelled 
to restore his booty. In admiration of the Banaphar’s valour 
he, too, joined the advancing host. As the troops went on, 
the omens appeared on all sides. The countenance of Lakhan 
fell, these portents filled his soul with dismay but Alha said :— 
‘ Though these omens bode death, yet deathto the valiant, to 
the pure in faith, is an object of desire, not of sorrow. The 
path of the Rajput is beset with diflficulties, rugged, and filled 
with thorns, but he regards not, so it but conducts to battle.* 
To carry joy to Parmal alone occupied their thoughts ; and the 
steeds bounded over the plain like the swift-footed deer. 

On the way in spite of the truce, they were suddenly and 
unexpectedly attacked at a river-crossing by the Chauhan army 
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led by Chaura. All but Lakhan fled. FJe made a gallant stand 
with his handful of tooops, but was nearly overpowered. Diwala, 
after vainly trying to stop Alha and Udal in their flight, ordered 
her dooly to be set down, and getting out desired Udal to enter 
it and give her his sword and •shield, for though lie fled she 
disdained to fly. Her reproaches, as contained in Chand’s 
verses, form one of the most famous passages in the whole 
cycle. Stung by her reproaches Alha and Udal returned and 
repulsed Chaura. 

The brothers, ere they reached Mahoba, halted to put on the 
saffron robe, the sign of ‘no quarter’ to the Rajput warrior. 
The intelligence of their approach filled the Chandel prince 
with joy, who advanced to embrace his defenders and conduct 
them into the city ; while the queen Malhna came to greet 
Diwala, who with the herald—bard paid homage and returned 
with the queen into the palace. 

On the arrival of the brothers, in the citadel, a council of 
war was held. Parraal, always a coward, at first resolved to 
abandon Mahoba, but urged by the Banaphars and their mother 
he at length consented to march his hosts towards Urai. In 
the preliminary fights, which lasted several days, the boy 
Barharajit Varma, his son, died gallantly fighting against supe¬ 
rior numbers, and Chaura hastened to convey the news to Delhi, 
where the youthful hero’s wedded, but yet unmated bride Bela 
was still dwelling in the citadel of her father Prithiraj. Over¬ 
joyed at the terrible blow with which his foe was smitten, the 
Chauhan ordered his commander to complete the victory by 
carrying off from Mahoba, ParmaPB queen, tlie lovely Padmini 
or Malha, and coveying her to the royal seraglio at Delhi, but 
Chaura himself had a fair young wife and stayed to dally with 
her while he despatched his lieutenant Raraapati of Gwalior, 
to carry out his lord’s behest. The widowed Bela, true to the 
fortunes of the house into which she had been married, sent 
private word of this design to Udal, who intercepted Ramapati 
at Kalpi and there, after a fierce conflict, slew him. 

At length the fatal day arrived, and the camps of the two 
kings stood face to face on the plain of Urai. Parmal on seeing 
the enemy’s preparations, feared like the poltroon he was, for 
his own safety. He determined to abandon his army, and 
not withstanding all Alha’s and other chief’s entreaties to 
remain and animate his troops, he not only refused to stay, 
but insisted on Alha himself escorting him to Kalinjar. Before 
Alha could return to command his forces, the battle had been 
fought, and Parmal’s troops had been annihilated. Alha’s son 
Indal, Udal, and the faithful Talhan had all been slain. Seeing 
this furious with rage, Alha drew his magic sword to destroy 
Prithiraj’s army, but his arm was arrested by the goddess, Devi 
Sarda, and at her entreaty he consented to sheathe his sword, 
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if Prithiraj would turn and fly seven paces. Prithiraj did so, 
and satisfied by his concession to his invincibleness, Alha dis¬ 
appeared from mortal view, and now dwells in that mysterious 
land of darkness, the Kajriban, wlrtch is so famed in all the 
legends of the east. On the Jast day of each moon he visits 
Devi Sarda’s temple on the hill at Mahiyar and adorns her 
image with fresh flowers He has repeatedly been seen, but, 
each time at a stern command to desist from following him, no 
one has ever ventured to advance, and he has disappeared. 

After the defeat at Urai, according to the legend, Parmal 
fled to Gaya, where he died. 



MARWARI (RAJASTHANI) LITERATURE. 

The only (Jialect of Rajastnani which has a considerable 
recognised literature is Marwari. Numbers of poems in Old 
Marwari or Dingal, as it is called when used for poetical pur¬ 
poses, are in existence but have n^t as yet been seriously studied. 
Besides this, there is an enormous mass of literature in various 
forms of Rajasthani^ of considerable historical importance, about 
which hardly anything is known. I allude to the corpus of bardic 
histories described in Tod’s Rajasthart^ the accomplished author 
of which was probably the only European who has read any 
considerable portion of them. A small fraction of the most 
celebrated history, the Pritkiraj Rasau of Chand Bardai, has, it 
is true, been edited and translated, but the rest, written in an 
obsolete form of a language little known at the present day, 
still remains a virgin mine for the student of history and of 
language. The task of producing the whole is, however, too 
gigantic for any single hand, and unless it is taken up by some 
body of scholars acting on a uniform plan, 1 fear that the only 
students of Rajputana history for many years to come will be 
fish-insects and white ants What an opportunity of laying 
his fellow countrymen under everlasting obligations lies open 
to some patriotic Rajput prince ! Besides these Bardic Chro¬ 
nicles, Rajasthani also possesses a large religious literature. 
That of the Dadu Panthi sect alone contains more than half a 
million verses. We do not know in what dialect of Rajasthani 
any of these works are written. The portion of the Prithiraj 
Rasau which has been published in written in an old form of 
Western Hindi not Rajasthani,—but, unfortunately, this work, 
whi,le the most celebrated, is also the one regarding the authen¬ 
ticity of which the most serious doubts are justified. The 
Serampur missionaries translated the New Testament into 
Harauti (an eastern dialect), Ujaini (i. e. Maivi), Udaipuri (i. e., 
Mewari), Marwari, Jaipuri, proper, and Bikaneri. 

At the time of the great war of the Mahabharat, the country 
known as that of the Panchalas extended from the river Chambal 
up to Hardwar at the foot of the Himalayas. The southern 
portion of it, therefore, coincided with Northern Rajputana. 
We have already seen that the Panchalas represented one of the 
Aryan tribes who were the first to enter India, and that, there¬ 
fore, it is probable that their language was one of those which 
belonged to the Outer Circle of Indo-Aryan Sanskrit lan¬ 
guages. If this is the case, it is, a fortiori, also true of the rest 
of Rajputana more to the south. The theory also requires us 
to conclude that as the Aryans who spoke the Inner Group of 
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languages expanded and became more powerful, they gradually 
thrust those of the Outer Circle, who were to their south, still 
further and further in that directio^i. In Gujrat, the Inner 
Aryans broke through the retaining wall of the Outer tribes 
and reached the sea. Tliere are traditions of several settlements 
from the Madhyadesa in Gujarat, the first-mentioned being that 
of Dwaraka in the time of the Mahabharat war. The only way into 
Gujarat from the Madhyadesa is through Rajputana The more 
direct route is barred by the great Indian desert. Rajputana 
itself was also occupied in comparatively modern times by 
invaders from Central Hindustan. The Rathaurs abandoned 
Kanauj in the Doab late in the twelfth century A. D , and took 
possession of Marwar. I'he Kachhwahas of Jaipur claim to 
have come from Oudli, and the Solankis from the Eastern 
Punjab. Gujarat itself was occupied by the Yadavas, members 
of whicli tribe still occupy their original seat near Muttra. The 
Gahlots of Mewar, on the other hand, are, according to tradition, 
a reflex from Gujarat, driven into the neighbourhood of Chitor 
after the famous sack of Vallabhi. We thus see that the whole 
of the country between the Gangetic Doab and tlie sea-coast of 
Gujarat is at present occupied by immigrant Aryan tribes who 
found their other Aryan tribes previously settled, who belonged 
to what 1 call the Outer Circle, and whom they either absorbed 
or drove further to the south, or both. This is exactly borne 
out by the linguistic conditions of this tract. Rajasthani and 
Gujrati are languages of the Inner Group, but they show many 
traces of forms which are characteristic of languages of the 
Outer Circle. A few many be mentioned here. In pronuncia¬ 
tion, Gujarati, like Sindhi, Marathi, and Assamese, prefers the 
sound of o to that of au. Thus, the Hindustani, chautha^ fourth, 
is chotho in vSindhi, Rajasthani, and Gujamti. Again, like 
Sindhi, both Gujarati and Rajasthani have a strong pieference 
for cerebral sounds instead of details. Like Sindhi and other 
north-western languages vulgar Gujarati pronounces s as K So 
also do the speakers of certain parts of Rajputana. Like all the 
eastern languages, and Marathi, but unlike the inner language 
both Gujarati and Rajasthani nouns have an oblique form 
ending in a. Finally, in the conjugation of verbs, both Guja¬ 
rati and Rajasthani, like Lahnda, have a future whose charac¬ 
teristic is the letter s. We thus see that in several typical 
features both Rajasthani and Gujarati show signs of the influ¬ 
ence of languages of the Outer Circle. 

Kama (Kurruii) is one of the most famous bards of Rajputana 
and the following account of him is taken from Tod’s Annals 
and Antiquities of Rajasthan^ Marwar Chapter V: — 

Karna-Kavya, of simply Kurna, who traced his descent from 
the last house-hold bard of the last emperor of Kanauj, was at 
once a politician, a warrior, and a scholar, and in each capacity 
has left ample proofs of his abilities- In the first, he took a 
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distinguished part in all the events of the civil wars ; in the 
second, he was one of the few who survived a combat almost 
without parallel in the annals even of Rajput chivalry ; and as 
a scholar, he has left •us, in the introduction to his work, the 
most instructive proof, not only of his inheriting the poetic 
mantle of his fathers, but of the course he pursued for the 
maintenance of its lustre. The bare remuneration of the works 
he had studied evinces that there was no royal road to Parnas¬ 
sus for the Rajput ‘ Kaviswar,* but that, on the contrary, it was 
beset with difficulties not a little appalling. The mere nomen¬ 
clature of works on a grammar and historical epics, which were 
to be mastered ere he could hope for fame, must have often made 
Kurna exclaim, “ How hard it is to climb the steeps ” on which 
from after he viewed her temple. Those who desire to see, 
under a new aspect an imperfectly known but interesting 
family of the human race, will be made acquainted with the 
qualifications of our bardic historians, and the particular course 
of studies which fitted Kama “ to sit in the gate of Jodagir, and 
add a new book to the chronicles of its kings.”

PUNJABI LITERATURE. 

Punjabi has a very scanty literature. The oldest work, 
which is usually said to be written in the language, is the 
Adi Granth^ the sacred Scriptures of the Sikhs ; but, although 
the manuscripts or the book are universally written in the 
Gurinukhi character, a very small portion of its contents is 
really in the Punjabi language. It is a collection of hymns by 
various poets, most of whom wrote in some lorm of Western 
Hindi, while others even wrote in Marathi. The best known 
Punjabi portion is the Japji, or introductory stanzas by Nanak, 
who was born in 1469 A. D. The celebrated Janam Sakhi 
(a life of Nanak) is in Lahnda, not in Punjabi. Later works 
are the Sakhti-nama ^translated into English by Sardar Attar 
Singh Bhadauria\ another Janam Sakhi by Mani Singh, and a 
life of Hargovind, the sixth guru (1606-1638 A. D.; Some of 
these are probably in Lahnda, but 1 cannot say this for certain, 
as I have not seen any of them. The War Bkoi Gurdas-da is a 
collection of verses dating from the guruship of Arjun (1581- 
1606 A. D), and has been printed (Amritsar, 1879). The 
verses are written in the style known as war, A war originally 
meant a dirge for the brave slain in battle, and hence any 
martial song of praise, and the pc^ems are intended to describe 
the battle of good and evil in the human soul. As specimens 
of the earlier secular literature. Dr. Tborriton mentions the 
Parashhag (a collection of ethical precepts), an epic on Akbar’s 
siege of Chitaur, and a much admired epic on Nadir Shah’s 
invasion. The later literature is mainly composed of transla¬ 
tions and imitations of works in Sanskrit, Hindi, or Persian. 
The most famous of these imitators is Hashim, who flourished 
in the time of Ranjit Singh. The Khair Manukh is a poetical 
guide to the Greek system of medicine. 

Besides the above, the bardic, or folk-literature, of the 
Punjab deserves more than a passing notice. It contains seve¬ 
ral cycles that may almost be called epics, the most important 
of which are those referring to the famous hero Raja Rasaly, 
to Hira and Ranjha, and to Mirza and Sahiba. The version of 
the Hira and Ranjha legend by Waris Shah is considered to be 
a model of the purest Punjabi. The folk-poetry of the Punjab 
has received considerable attention from European scholars, 
and deservedly so. It has all the swing and music of the border 
ballads of England and Scotland. The best known work on the 
subject is Colonel Sir Richard Temple’s monumental Legends 
of the Punjab, 



MAITHULI LITERATURE. 

Maithili is the only one of the Bihari dialects which has a 
literary history. For centuries the Pandits of Mithila have 
been famous for their learning and more than one Sanskrit work 
of authority has been written by them. One of the few learned 
women of India, whose name has come down to us, was Lakhima 
Thakurani, who, according to tradition, lived at the middle of 
the 15th century A, I). Nor was the field of vernacular litera¬ 
ture neglected by them. The earliest vernacular writer of 
whom we have any record was the celebrated Vidyapati Thakur, 
who graced the court of Maharaja Siva Sinha of Sngaona, and 
who flourished about the same time. As a writer of Sanskrit 
works he was an author of considerable repute, and one of his 
works, translated into Bengali, is familiar as a text-book, under 
the name of the Parusha-pariksha^ to every student of that 
language. But it is upon his dainty songs in the vernacular 
that his fame chiefly rests. He was the first of the old master- 
singers whose short religious poems, dealing principally with 
Hadha aiul Krishna, exercised such an important influence on 
the religious history of Eastern India. His songs were adopted 
and enthusiastically recited by the celebrated Hindu reformer 
Chaitanya who flourished at the beginning of the sixteenth 
century, and, through him, became the house-pc^etry of the 
Lower Provinces. Numbers of imitators sprung up, many of 
whom wrote in Vidyapati’s name, so that it is now difficult to 
separate the genuine from the imitations, specially as in the 
great collection of these Vaishnava songs, the Pada kalpataru^ 

which is the accepted authority in Bengal, the former have 
been altered in the course of generations to suit the Bengali 
idiom and metre. Up to nearly twenty years ago, the Pada- 

kalpataru was the only record which we had of the poet’s 
works, but, in the year 1882, the present writer was enabled to 
publish, in his Maithili Chrestomafhy^ a collection of songs 
attributed to him, which he collected in Mithila itself, partly 
from the mouths of itinerant singers and partly from manu¬ 
script collections in the possession of local Pandits, That all 
the songs in this collection are genuine, is not a matter capable 
of proof, but, there can be little doubt that most of tliem are so, 
although the language has been greatly modernised in the 
course of transition from mouth to mouth during the past five 
centuries. 

Vidyapati Thakur or, as he is called in the vernacular, 
Bidyapat Thakur, had many imitators in Mithila itself, of whom 
we know nothing except the names of the most popular, and a 
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few stray verses. Amongst them may be mentioned Umapati, 
Nandipati, Moda-narayana, Ramapati, Mahipati, Jayananda, 
Chaturbhuja, Sarasa-rama, Jayadeva, Keeava, Bhanjana, Chakra- 
pani, Blianunatha, and Harshanatha or, in the vernacular, 
Harakh-nath. The last two Were alive when the present writer 
was in Darbhanga twenty years ago. 

Amongst other writers in Maithili may be mentioned Man- 
bodh Jha, who died about the year 1788 A. I). He composed 
a Harihans^ or Poetical Life of Krishna^ of which ten cantos 
are still extant, and enjoy great popularity. 

The drama has had several authors in Mithila. The local 
custom has been to write the body of a pla}^ in Sanskrit, but 
the songs in the vernacular. The best-known of these plays 
are as follows. None of them has been published. 

The Parijata-harana^ and the Ruktnini-parinaya^ both by 
Vidyapati Thakur. 

The Gauri-pariwiya by Kavi-lala. 

The Ushi-harana by Harshanatha above mentioned. 

The Prabhavati-harana by Bhanunatha above mentioned. 

Under the enlightened guidance of the late Maharaja of 
Darbhanga, there has been a remarkable revival of Maithili 
literature during the past few years. At least one autlior 
deserving the special note has come to the front, Chandra Jha, 
who has shown remarkable literary powers. He lias written a 
Mithila B ha ska Ra may in ^ and a translation, with an edition of 
the original Sanskrit text, of the Purusha-pariksha of Vidyapati 
Thakur, both of which will well repay the student of their 
perusal, —Linguistic. Survey of India^ Vol, Part I /, page 17. 



JAIN HINDI LITERATURE. 

It was originally proposed in these Selections to add a 
volume of extracts from the works of well-known Jain authors 
and the President of the Jain Conference, my esteemed friend 
Mr. Puran Chand Nahar and the late Kunwar Dev^endra Prasad 
Jain were approached. Some of them promised to help me 
but for some reason or other nothing could be done. The 
members of tlie Jain community liave, from time immemorial, 
considered their literary treasures too sacred and it is only 
within recent times that some books have been published and 
the efforts of Mr. Champat Hai Jain and Mr. Puran Chand 
Nahar iiave furnished us with materials for a knowledge of the 
prirjciples of Jain religion. Mr. Puran Chand has also written 
a paper on Jain Sanskrit literature and an article on Jain Hindi 
literature for the Nagari Pracharini Patrika. This article 
acknowledges its debt to Pandit Nathu Ram Premi’s paper on 
the subject, read at the seventh session of theSahitya Samnielan 
held at Jubbulpore and printed at pages 43-93 of the second 
volume of the proceedings It is from these that the informa¬ 
tion contained in the present note is derived. 

Jain scholars, as I have remarked in my Brief History of 
Hindi Lanyuiye published in Part I of this book consider their 
Hindi Literature as of supreme importance and as Gujerat is 
still the head-quarters of Jain Literature, are never tired of 
citing, in season and out of season, old Gujerati works of Jain 
authors as samples of old Hindi as if Hifidi of Hindustan proper 
did not exist in the reign of Kumar Pal Solanki and had to be 
imported from Gujerat. 

The salient features of Jain Hindi Literature are thus sum¬ 
marised by Pandit Nathu Ram : — 

(1) Jain Hindi Literature is very useful in determining the 
history and development of Hindi in as nuich as Jain writers 
possessed a special knowledge of Magadhi, the parent of Hindi 
and all the Prakrit and Magadhi literature discovered hitherto 
owes its existence to them The same may be said of Apabliran- 
ska. Even in the 19th and 2()th centuries Jain authors used 
Prakrit and Apubhransha in their writings. 

(2) Both Hindi and old Gujerati have developed from the 
same Apahhransha and may be safely said to be two forms of 
the same language. This is true but in my opinion the grounds 
of similarity are those given at page vii of Part 1. 

(3) Jain Hindi literature furnishes ample materials for Indian 
history. It seems to me that in Rajputana, at least, cultivation 
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of literature was confined to Jain saints who were relieved of 
the anxiety of earning a subsistence by the rich members of 
their community. Muta Nainsi, author of the well-known Khyat 
compiled in the reign of Emperor Aurgfngzeb was a Jain Gyan 
Chand who assisted Colonel Tod in the compilation of AnnaU 
and A >/ Rija^ihan was a Jain saint. The libraries of 
Swetambar Yatis are replete with works on history. 

(4) Jain Hindi Literature contains both prose and verse 
Works in prose compiled in the 17th, 18th and 19th centuries 
have already been brought to light and there is reason to believe 
that if a careful search is made, prose of an earlier date will be 
discovered. 

Jain Hindi Literature may be broadly classed under two 

heads, 

(1) Digambar 

(2) Swetambar 

(1) The Digambar literature consists mostly of works in 
religion and philosophy and the language used is Hindi. 

(2) Members of the Swetambar sect, though scattered through¬ 

out Rajputana and Northern India have, as I have said before, 
their head-quarters in Gujerat and their literature is naturally 
in Gujerati, teeming with stories and romances It is also a 
significant fact that Swetambari authors were mostly holy men 
whereas very few yatis of the Digambari sect have contributed 
to the national literature. Another point of difference between 
the two is that Digambar literature has very little of oi iginality 
in it, most of the works being only translations. 

As regards subject-matter Jain Hindi Literature is either 
religious, traditional, ritualistic, or devotional. A kind of 
repulsive monotony prevails in devotional works but unfortu¬ 

nately they have a great fascination to Jain writers and the 
number of such works though they are devoid of all literary 
merit, is still on the increase. The natural result of this has been, 
as Pandit Nathu Ram remarks that Jains have lost all taste 
for true poetry. In this paper we shall only describe such Jain 
writers as have left their mark on the literature of the country. 

The earliest Jain writer who has written in Aftahhransha 

the parent of modern Hindi, is Hern Chandra already noticed 
in Part I. Hem Chandra flourished in the middle of the twelfth 
century of the Christian era. Pandit Nathu Ram therefore is 
of opinion that Hindi being descended from this Apahhransha 
assumed its present shape in the thirteenth century and the books 

^of this period, the Jamhu Swami Rasa, Rewauta-Giri Rasa, Nemi 
Nath Chaupai and the Ovaesamala Kahanai Chhappai written in a 

language which makes the nearest approach to the Saptaksheiri 
Rasa, the Sanghapati Samira Rasa and other books though mostly 
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religious in character, contain a lower proportion of Apabhransha 

and are easily intelligible. The same may be said of Gautama 

Rasa^ Gyan Puncharni Chaapai and iJhanna Datta Charita of the 

15th century. Even in tire Idth century when Malik Muham¬ 
mad of Upper India wrote in tlie ve/iest language of the people, 
the Jain writers could not shake off their fancy for Apabhransha, 

The only explanation which suggests to me is that given in 
page vii of Part 1. 

It is only when we come to the 17th century that we hit 
upon a really great Jain poet. This poet is Banarsi Das. 
Banarsi Das was a Srimali Vaish of Agra and was born on 
Magh Sudi 11, 1613 V. E. in Jaunpur. He was a Swetambari 
first but subsequently became a Digainbari. He was a Vedanti 
and did not attach much importance to ritual. He therefore 
made himself unpleasant with the Swetambaris and the book 
called Yuktiprabodh was written in refutation. His most famous 
works are Banarsi Bilas^ JSatak Samaya Sar^ Ardh Kathanak and 
Nam Mala, 

Banarsi Bilas is a collection of 60 small poems composed on 
various occasions. They were arranged in their present shape 
in V. E. 1701 by Jag Jiwan, a poet of Agra. They are embued 
with Vedantic ideas which shows tlie influence of Kabir and 
his followers. A sample is given below : —

The next work, the Natak Samaya Sar is not a natak but an 

adaptation of Kundkundacharya's Prakrit work of the same 
name. The peculiarity of this book is that it is held in high 
esteem by both Setambaris and Digarnbaris. The third work 
Ardh Kathxnak contains the biography of the poet till the age of 
fifty-five and contains very valuable references to the history 
of the times. In this respect it is unique being only matched 
by the Memoirs of Mughal Sovereigns, ddie poet like a strict 
monitor has described not only his good qualities but his faults 
also and the book is a true picture of the age. His description 
of the plague in Agra in V. E. 1673, is in the following lines.

reminds us of the horrors of the plague when it first appeared in 
these provinces thirty years ago. The description of the 
anarchy in distant Jaunpur on hearing the news of the demise 
of Emperor Akbar, shows that the government, even of the great 
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consolidator of Mughal Empire, was personal and the very 
news that the strong hold was removed was enough to upset 
the whole machinery and order was restored only when the 
people were assured that the successor to the throne of whose 
despotic rule as Governor of Allahabad the inhabitants of 
Jaunpnr had plenty experience, had strength enough to deal 
with the anarchists and to restore order. 

The iVama Mala is a glossary in verse and has not yet been 
found. Of the other poets of this century, Man Deva alone 
reserves honourable mention and his work Bhoj Praha>nih is a 
work of substantial merit. The next century (the eighteenth) 
claims a number of Hindi writers such as Bhaiya Bhagwati Das, 
Bhudhar Das, Dayanat Rai, and Bulaqi Das, all of Agra, Anand 
Ghan, Dasho Vijai. Most of them wrote on religious subjects 
in a language which has more of Prakrit than the Hindi of the 
times. The most renowned Jain writer of the century is, 
however, Muta Nainsi, author of the famous historical work, the 
Khyit, Nainsi was an Oswal of the Swetanibar sect and a 
Minister of Maharaja Jasvvant Singh of Jodhpur. His Khyat 

was compiled between the years V. E. 1716 to 1722 and gives a 
detaile{l history of the times. I had the pleasure of seeing this 
book five years ago when a copy was sent to me by the late 
Maharao of Sirolii for reference in compiling the History of the 

Sirohi Raj. The work is of a great historical merit and 1 am 
glad to note that the book is prescribed for the M. A. Examina¬ 
tion of the Calcutta University in History. 

The most famous writer of the 19th century is Todar Mai. 
He is considered a very high authority on religious matters by 
the Digambaris and his most famous works are Gommalsar 

Bachanika^ a commentary on the Prakrit work of the same 
name by Neini Chandra Swami, the Trailoka Sxr^ likewise a 
translation of a Prakrit work describing the terrestrial and 
celestial spheres according to Jain conception and the Atma- 

misfiashan ka Bmhanika^ a book of moral and religious instruc¬ 
tion. He was a writer of great promise but his literary career 
was cut short by his premature death at the age of 32. The 
only other writer of the century was Gyan Chand Yati, the 
assistant of Colonel Tod in the compilation of his Annals and 
Antiquities of Rajasthan. 

Of the 25 writers mentioned by Pandit Nathu Ram, only six 
are known to Misra Bandhus and hardly any to general Hindi 
readers. Mr. Nahar says that valuable Hindi mansucripts of 
this period are kept in the Calcutta Sanskrit College. It is, 
however, when we come to the present century of the Vikram 
era that we find some noted names. Foremost among these 
was Raja Shiva Prasad, C. S. L, well known as an educationist 
^hd the originator of a style of Hindi, peculiarly his own 
which found more than one imitator in his native city. The 
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next writer was Babu Hatan Chand, a legal practitioner of 
Allahabad. He wrote several books in Hindi of which Nutan 
Charitra has been published by the Indian Press. Babu Jai- 
nendra Kishore a zealous membey of the Arrah Nagri Pracha- 
rini Sabha and Mr. Jain Vaidya who started the Samalchak 
from Jaipur and established a Nagari Bhawan Library, also 
deserve honourable mention.

URDU LITERATURE. 

lu my Brief History of Hindi Language attached to Part I 
of this Book I have expressed my views on the origin and 
composition of the Urdu"^ form of our vernacular. The present 
survey of the literature of the country will be incomplete witli- 
out some account of Urdu literature. Before Urdu was brought 
to its present shape, it is clear that Indian Musalrnans with a 
literary taste would either employ Persian or Arabic in their 
compositions or use the language of the country, according as 
they were descendants of foreign conquerors, of their followers 
or Hindu converts. The language of Hindu converts was evi¬ 
dently the language of the country and a Musalman writer will 
naturally express his thoughts in his own vernacular, will be 
influenced by his surroundings and by the literature of the 
nation to which he belongs, a mere change of religion being 
calculated to have little effect on his nationality. Any Muslim 
or foreign ideas which we notice in their books are the result 
of education or aflectation.Malik Muhammad eJaisi is evident¬ 
ly a writer of this class. The opening lines of his J^admawxti 

remind one of the first verse of Sadi’s Bostan and the whole of 
his Astuti Khand is full of quotations from Persian writers. 
Yet in the rest of the book it is the occurrence of the word 
Muhammad in the dohas which reminds the readers that the 
writer was not a Hindu. It is also needless to say that all the 
manuscripts of this book which have been handed down to us 
are in the Persian character. 

A detailed account of the service done to Hindi by Muslim 
writers from the pen of Saiyid Amir Ali appears in Vol. II of 
the proceedings of the second session of Hindi Sahitya Sammelan 
and a lengthy note on Musalman poets of Hindi from the pen 
of Misra brothers is also printed in the same book and a 
summary of the latter will be out of place here. 

According to Misra Brothers there were Hindi poets attached 
to the expedition of the Mahmud of Ghazni in V. E. 1080. A 
Muslim Hindi poet Kutub Ali was in charge of a mosque in the 
reign of Maharaja Jai Singh* of Annhalwara. 

® The name Urda is comparatively modern. So far as my knowledge goes 
it was first used in the reign of Wajid Ali Shah, the last king of Oudh. The great 
poet Atiah call his mother-tongue Hindi.

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The first great Muslim who wrote in the vernacular of the 
country, was the versatile Khusro. His Khaliq Bari is written 
not only in the Avadhi form of Hindi but most of it is in 
ehaupai metre, used evfn in recent times by Maulana Altaf 
Husain Ali in his ‘ .Ek Bewa hi Munajat,' Khusru wrote either 
in Persian or in Hindi and a few couplets are quoted in which 
he has employed both.

His attempt, however, only produced a mechanical mixture 
and not a chemical compound and the Mukris^ Pahelis^ Dhaho^ 
^aZa.% etc., attributed to him though quoted in \\\^, Ah-e-Hayai 

are not Urdu poems. They are Hindi and will over remains so. 

It is an irony of fate that poetry claiming to be written in 
Urdu, which I have called the Muslim form of our vernacular, 
originated in the Deccan and it is in the Deccan that even now 
a vigorous attempt is being made to establish it on a scientific 
basis. A recent writer is of opinion that Urdu was brought into 
its present shape also in the Deccan and from Deccan it spread 
into other cities governed by Muslim rules. It is, however, found 
impossible to find the first writer of Urdu verse and by consensus 
of opinion the palm is given to Saadi of Deccan.* Of the coup¬ 
let! generally quoted, the first line, however, contains only 
three Hindi words, the two ) and the word git, ( uTrr ) 
From the use of the word angekhta (^traxC)) in the first line it is 
inferred that he was the first to write a gliazal in the mixed lan¬ 
guage, The next Deccani writers were Sultan Quli, and his 
brother Muhammad Qutub Shah of Golconda, The Urdu verses 
attributed to Qutub Shah have little of Urdu about them. 

*Kab!r is more a Hioda Saint than a Maslini Fakir and is not recognised as an 
Urda writer. The following poem attributed to him is however, a gazal to all 
intents and pnrpoees and if its genaineness is not qaestioned Kabir and not Saadi will 
hold the place of honour as the father of Urdu Poetry.

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They are to all intents and purposes Hindi. The words piu, 
(f^ ) and sajan ( WHil) for lover, prit, ( ) hiya, () are still 
used in Hindi poetry and we are therefore shut up to the con¬ 
clusion that the so called first attempts ^.o write Urdu poetry were 
but clumsy imitations of Hindi.* 

Very soon after the peculiar faculty of Islam to attach a reli¬ 
gious significance to anything and everything which its followers 
choose to call their own, whether it be politics, literature, 
dress, demeanour or even the written character began lo re-assert 
itself. To the Muslim everything whether it is a necessity of 
life or a concomitant of civilised society, is abomination, unless 
it appears in a distinctive Muslim garb. The Muslim writer 
soon began to realise that it was heresy to be impressed with 
the majesty of the king of mountains, or the brightness of the 
“ famed Hydaspes” or to be charmed with the music of Indian 
birds. Taking his inspiration from Arabic and Persian litera¬ 
ture, he piously believed that the muddy Jihon and Sihon of the 
Shahnamah were far superior to the Ganges and the Jumna and 
that Mount Ararat surpassed everything that he could see in 
India. With the Persian poet not excepting moralists such as 
Saadi, the “ loved one ’’ is always a boy and the Urdu poet con¬ 
siders himself bound in duty to follow him. The interested 
reader will find a list of such phrases metaphors, similies, etc., 
at page 49 of Azad’s work. The credit of formulating Urdu 
poetry of this type is due to Wali. Wali wasa native of Ahmeda- 
bad in Gujerat. In the early years of his literary career he 
wrote poems in the old style but when he went to Delhi in the 
reign of Emperor Muhammad Shah (1719—48) and became the 
pupil of one Shah Saad Ullah Gulshan, he shook off from his 
poetry what indigenous character it possessed and laid the 
foundations of those ghazals which during the past century and 
a half have taxed the brains of Muslims, not excepting even the 
nominal Emperor of Delhi or the King of Oudh in the last 
days of Muslim rule in India. 

In the words of Dr. Sayyid Abdul Latif, “ What followed was 
that until the advent of English influence, all that went under 
the name of Urdu literature, which is entirely in verse, was all 
imitative, artificial and uninspiring.hedged in by hard-and- 
fast rules, revelling in a narrow circle of thin and hackneyed 
ideas, and making a virtue of extravagance, meaningless subtle¬ 
ties, far-fetched conceits, and empty declamation.

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The monotony of ghazals was relieved later on by a class of 
writers called Rekhti~gos who wrote ghazals in the language of 
Begams. They are highly immoral in tone and show that in the 
enjoyment of their insatiable sexual appetite these Muslim 
ladies had recourse to various devices of self-gratification. The 
most famous writers of Rekhti were Insha and Jan Sahib. 

Another important department of Urdu literature is the 
pathetic description of the martyrdom of Husain on the plains 
of Karbala. These poems are called marsias and the most 
famous writers of marsias within my memory were Uabir and 
Anis of Lucknow. 

As Urdu Literature thrived only in the course of Muslim 
sovereigns it is natural to expect that Urdu poets will spare no 
pains in extolling the praises of their patrons. Such poem are 
of the same form as ghazals but much larger. They are called 
qasidas. 

There was very little of prose in Urdu during the first cen¬ 
tury of its existence. During the past fifty years the appearance 
of newspapers in Urdu such as the Oudli Akhbar at Lucknow 
gave great impetus to the writing of Urdu prose and today the 
market is flooded with light literature called novels in Lucknow. 
They are, however, of an ephemeral character and hardly any of 
them not excepting those written by Moulana Abdul Halim 
Sbarar of Lucknow have become so popular or command a 
greater sale than the famous Chankrakanta, the Hindi romance 
by the late Ihihu Deoki Nandau Khattri of Benares.

He is however a great poet and three of his works have now 

been traced, the Bhavapanchashika the Sringar Shiksha and 

the Satsai. He flourished about the middle of the eighteenth 

century of the Vikram era. The Satsai has been published more 

than once and its dohas have long been included in books 

of selections in Hindi ued in the vernacular schools of the 

United Provinces.

Another work of his, the Birahalila, a poem in Khariboli 

was edited by Mr. K. P. Jaiswal who found a copy of it in the 

library of the British Museum, and published by the Kashi 

Nagari Pracharini Sabha in 1907.

16—NAGARI DAS. 

Nagari Das or Nagar is the nom de gtierrc of Maharaja 

Savant Singh of Kishengarh in Rajputc>na. Possibly the name 

Nagari Das was adopted }^\m when he was initiated as 

Sadhu of the Vallabha Sampradaya. 

Nagari Das was born on Paosh Krishna 12, 1756 V, E. 

His father was Maharaja Raj Singh. He was married to the 

daughter of Raja Rajawat Yashwant Singh of Bhangarh from 

whom he had four children, two sons and two daughters. The 

eldest son predeceased his father and shortly, after, as will be 

shown hereafter, the second son succeeded him. 

Nagari Das was a great scholar, a great poet and a brave 

warrior. The word Savant occurs in the Jang Namah of Shridhar 

from which an extract has been given in Book I and this has lead 

some writers to surmise that Maharaja Savnnt Singh was also a 

partisan of Farrukhsiyar in the contest for the throne of Delhi 

and was present at the battle fought in the year 1769 V. E. It is, 

however possible that the Savant only means a warrior. He 

ascended the gaddi in 1805 V. E. after the death of his father. 

The same year Mohammad Shah also died and he had to come 

over to Delhi, During his absence his brother Bahadur Singh 

made himself master of the principality. Savant Singh met a 

repulse at his brother’s hands but eventually defeated him with 

the help of a contingent of the Imperial Forces, and succeeded in 

driving his brother out. His religious mind, however, was too 

sensitive and shortly after he abdicated in favour of his son and 

retired to Brindaban where he spent the rest of his life in devo¬ 

tion to his Lord and Master, Krishna, till his death in 1821 V.E. 

in Brindaban where a Chhattn still stands to perpetrate his 

memory. 

He was a great friend and constant 'companion of Anand- 

ghan, another poet and votary of the Lord, an extract from 

whose writings appears at No. 15 of these selections. A hand 

painted picture was in possession of Babu Radha Krishna Das 

of Benares in which these two saints are seated side by side. 

The accompanying extracts are taken from a collection of 

his works published under the title of Nagar Samuchchaya by a 

firm im Bombay,

His 

first work seems to be a Hindi translation of Prabodhachandro‘ 

daya in Brij Bhasha mixed with KhariboU. His most famous 

work, however, is Brijbilas written in 1827 V. E. It is a large 

book describing the life of Krishna during his residence in Braj, 

finishing it with the visit of Uddhava to Brindaban. It is 

written on the lines of Ramayan of Tulsidas and the most 

remarkable feature of the work is that it is written in Awadhi, 

not in Brij Bhasha.

20. LALLU Jl (LAL KAVI.) 

•Lalluji, a Gujerati Brahman of the Sahasravadich sect of 

Agra, is commonly believed to be the father of present Hindi 

prose literature. Eleven of his works are noted in the Modern 

Vernacular Literature of Hindustan. 

The following are well known:— 

1. The Premsagar written in 1803 “under the Marquiss of 

Wellesley’s Government under Dr. John Gilchrist’s direction. 

In the preface he says it is a translation into Hindi from the BraJ 

Bhakha version of the tenth book of the Bhagwata Purana. 

The Bra} version was by Chatur'bhuj Misar. The Prem Sagar 

was not printed till 1809, in Lord Minto’s Government, under 

the direction of Mr. Abraham Lockitt. It has frequently been 

printed since, the best edition being Eastwick’s (Hertford, 1851) 

which has an excellent vocabulary’’. 

2. “The Rajniti or Barttik Rafniti, a Braj Bhakha trans* 

lation of the Hitopadesha. It was written in Sambat 1869 (A.D. 

1812), and should be distinguished from translations of 
Chanakya’s Rajaniti”, 

3. “The Sabha Bilas a collection of poetical extracts 

from famous writers in the Braj Bhakha dialect’’. 

4. “The Lai Chandrika, an excellent commentary on the 

Satsai of Bihari Lai, frequently printed”. 

5. “The Singhasan Battisi which was translated in 1804 

by him and Mirza Kasim Ali from an older Braj Bhakha trans- 

latiou by Sundar Das”. 

6. “The Baital Pachisi. Garcin de Tassy gives the fol¬ 

lowing particulars concerning this work, which I have not 

been able to check, as in the copies now available in the 

bazar the preface is not ptinted. “This work has also been 

translated from Sanskrit into Braj Bhakha by Surati Misar. 

Lallu translated this version into Hindustani assisted by Mazhar 
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All Khan Wila\ or rather it was Wila who was assisted by the 

former. Mr. James Mouat, then professor of Hindustani in 

the College at Fort William charged Tarini Charana Mittra 

with the task of looking over the work and expunging the Braj 

Bhakha words not current in ordinary Hindustani”, 

The following extracts are taken from Dr. Fitz Edward 

Hairs edition of the Rajniti published in 1854 A.D.

(f) Sevc?-yitiA», manuscript dated V. E. 1980 (1873) on 

the method of worshipping Rama.

(h) Jaya-Mala-Sangraha, no date, being an account of 

Ayodhya and pleasures (?) of Rama. 

(i) Charana-Chinha, manuscript dated V. E. 1877 (1820) 

being an account of the greatness of Rama and Janaki’s

22. SUKH-SAGARA. 

Munshi Sadasukh was a voluminous writer of Persian, Urdu 
and Hindi, both prose and poetry. To Anglo-Indian historians, 

he is well-known for his Mimtakhah-ut-taivarikh which is an 
authentic up-to-date history of India. His poetical works bear 
testimony to his complete mastery over the language. In Urdu 

poetry he was a pupil of Sauda and adopted the nom de plume of 
*'Nisar**—not ‘‘Niyaz” as wrongly put down by Elliot. In 

Hindi he called himself “Sukhsagara.” The Bhramara^ita 
given below is an example of purity of language, lucidity of 
expression and sweetness of diction that seems to run through 

all his poetical works which yet remain unpublished. He is 
also distinguished as the earliest writer known who ever 

wrote in that Hindi prose which is now current and well 
known as Khari-boli, against the usual Brajabhasha of poetry. 

One of the pieces of his Hindi prose was written about the year 

1780. He was born in 1744 in Dehli, where his ancestors 

enjoyed positions of trust and honour in the Moghul Court, 
but at the time of Abdali’s invasion and massacre of Muttra, 

the family removed to Allahabad, where he remained in the 

employ of the Courts of Delhi and Oudh till in the end, when 

Allahabad passed into the hands of the British, he was appoint¬ 
ed a tahsildar and retired as such at the age of 60. He died in 

1824. He was a Gour Kayastha and a strict Vaishnava, but 

very liberal in social matters.

Insha Allah Khan is not mentioned as a Hindi writef 

either in the Saroj\ the Modern Vernacular Literature of Hindus^ 

taUt or the Misra Bandhu Binod. His Kahani theth Hindi men 

is a remarkable attempt to write pure modern Hindi in that early 

6tage of its development. Insha Allah Khan flourished in the 

feign of Nawab Saadat Ali Khan of Oudh. According to Mr. Beale 

he was a poet and an author of four Diwans. Among his works, 

the Dari-ai Latafat is of some reputation. The Kahani theth- 

Hindi men which has been published by the Lucknow Anglo 

Oriental Press, under the title of Kuar Udai Bhan Charitra, is a 

pleasant story in the dialect of the educated Hindus—'elegant in 

style—impressive in diction—-and written in such every day spo¬ 

ken words avoiding all words derived from Persian or Arabic, that 

even the unlearned may understand it without difficulty.* A per¬ 

usal of the book will show how far the learned author has suc¬ 

ceeded in his desired object. Throughout the whole book no word 

of any foreign origin will be found except one word laltain (lantern) 

which is itself of disputed origin. The story selected by our 

author and the super-human powers introduced by him to com¬ 

plete it may not commend themselves to the readers of modern 

novels in which human characters are depicted in their natural 

colours;—where human actions are delineated in the light of 

modern education and scientific knowledge—but the reader must 

bear in mind the period when this work was composed and the 

state of the society in that age—to have clear ideas of the 

author’s attainments. Mr. Chint says in his introduction to this 

book that it ''is a magazine of Hindi words and phrases. Any 

foreigner desiring to obtain an accurate knowledge of the col¬ 

loquial Hindi will find ample material in this book for his 

study.**

According to Misra Brothers, Ramnath Pradhan belong* 

ed to the family of the hereditary ministers of the Maharajas 

of Rewa. He, however, like some natives of Rcwa residing at 

present on the Qila, settled down in Ajodhya and here he 

composed his work the Ram’Kaleva. He wrote two others the 

Ram-Hori and the Pradhan-Nili, A fourth work of his which 

was found in the Bhartibhawan Library, Allahabad, does not seem 

to be known to Misra Brothers. This is Dhanushyajna, From 

a note at the end of Bijak Kahirdas with the commentary of 

Maharaja Vishwanath Singh of Rewa (an extract from which 

has been given in Book IV of these Selections), published at the 

Newul Kishorc Press, it appears that the book was written by 

Ramnath Pradhan. This leads us to think that he was attached 

to the court of the Rcwa Maharaja who was a poet himself, 

and assisted him in his literary labours. Ramnath Pradhan’s 

favourite subject was the marriage of Rama in Mithila and the 

ceremonies attending it. He composed his Rantdialeva on Jeth 

Dasehra 1902 V. E. and his Ram-IIori was commenced in 

SamKit 1912 on Maghi Amavas in Allahabad \yhcre he had 

possibly gone to bathe in the Ganges and was completed on the 

Ramnavami of the next year. He was then 56 years old. 

The accompanying extract is taken from the Dhanushyajna 

of the Bhartibhawan Library.

His daughter's son and successor Mahamahopadhaya 

Maharaja Sir Pratap Narain Singh has also compiled an excel¬ 

lent work on Sahitya.

GOKUL PRASAD, BRIJ. 

Gokul Prasad, one of the greatest Hindi poets in Upper 

India, was attached to the court of the late Maharaja Sir 

Digbijai Singh Bahadur, K. C. 5. 1., of Balrampur. His nom 

deplume was Brij. He was the head of the hoixse of Srivastava 

Dusre Kayasthas of Akhawri clan of Balrampur and was born 

in Sambat 1877 (1820 A. D.) His father was Bhai Lai, and his- 

great grandfather Nirbhai Mall, was a Vakil at the Court of 

the Rings of Oudh and subsequently became chakledar of Sarkar 

Bahraich. 

Besides Hindi, he knew Sanskrit, Urdu, and Persian. He 

started his poetic career at the age of 50, and his merits as a 

great Kavi became conspicuous when he was brought face to- 

face with the famous Kavis of the time who ik>cked annually 

to the court of the Maharaja from Rajputana and other places^ 

where his works are widely known. His poetic dialogue with 

Bachchan Kavi of Kashi, Ram Kumar Kavi and a Nanak Shahi 

Kavi, all of whom he vanquished, is remembered with much, 

amusement by those who attended the court of the Maharaja at 

that time. 

Lala Gokul Prasad was the author of a considerable nun®' 

ber of Hindi poems, most of which were printed at the Balram¬ 

pur Press under the orders of the Maharaja and there are several 

others, which have not been published, the Maharaja having 

died, and the poet himself retired in 1887, when the estate was 

taken under the management of the Court of Wards. Some of 

his works are noted below in the order in which they were 

written and published :— 

(a) Ashtajam Prahas, contains the daily routine of a Raja, 

showing the duties which he had to perform. 

(b) Chitta Kaladhar, an unique work of 48 kabits in 

figures, which shows the marvellous ingenuity of the author. 

(c) Digbijai Bhushan, contains in addition to the author’s 

own excellent kabits, exhibiting all the alankaras, rasas, bhavaSp 

nayiha’bhfd, and all the niceties of Hindi poetic literature. 
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(d) Nitimartand, a work on the administration of justicOi 

Irased upon the Tauqiat Kisra of Naushervan the Just. 

(e) Sutopdesh, coiiuscls to sons. 

(f) Shoka Vinas, an excellent treatise on Vedant philosophy 

showing the frailty of the world. The poet was led to bring 

out this treatise in Sambat 1933, when his three sons died one 

after the other in their childhood. 

(g) Chaubis Avatat is a very extensive poem in two big 

volumes, describing in detail the 10 significant and 14 insigni¬ 

ficant incarnations of Vishnu. 

(h) Adbhut Ramayana, is a translation in Hindi verse of 

Shakti Ptctbhakar in Sanskrit on the death of the thousand¬ 

headed Ravan. 

(i) Mirgaya Mayank, gives an account of the tiger shoot¬ 

ing by the Maharaja Sir Digbijai Singh in Ihis forest in 1880 

and his fall.from the elephant, subsequent illness and recovery. 

In May 1882, the Maharaja died and the poet, brought out 

a book called Digbijai Prakash, describing the events of the 

Maharaja’s life. 

During his retirement which took place in 1887, the most 

important work which La la Gokul Prasad wrote under the orders 

of the Chhoti Maharani Srimati Jaipal Kunwar Devi was the 

Manustniriti in Hindi verse and when the present Maharaja Sir 

Bhagwati Prasad Singh Bahadur ascended the gaddi, he wrote 

the Gaddi Prakash. 

Gokul Prasad was a Vaishnava from his childhood and 

spent his retirement in devotions. He died at the ripe age of 

87, on the 13th May 1905 A. D.

Rasikbihari gives the following account of himself in his 
Ramrasayan. 

“I am a Kan3\aknl)ja Brahman and my father's name was 

Sridhar. He was minister to a king. I was born in Jhansi on 

Paush Shukla 7, 1901 V. E. I was initiated at the age of three 

months. When I was a year old I died in the evening and was 

taken to the Sarayu to thrown in the morning. I was no 

sooner thrown in water than I opened my eyes. I was picked 

up at once and named Janki Prasad.” 

He was subsequently installed as mahant of Kanakbhawan 

in Ajodhya. Twenty six works of this poet are enumerated in the 

preface to the Rantrasayan published by Shri Venkateshwar ' 

Press, Bombay, coini)osed during the period ranging between 1920 

to 1939 the last being the Ramrasayan, Among these are in¬ 

cluded two law books for the Panna State of which he was 

minister (Divan), Many of these works have been printed. 

The Ramrasayan or a Ramayan based on the work of 

Valmiki was composed at the request of his disciple Rawat 

Naharsinghji of Kanod in Mewar, where he had gone in the 

course of hk^ pregrenations in year 1939 V.E.

Babu Harishchandra of Benaras, was born on 9th Septem¬ 

ber 1850 and died on 5th January 1885. He “was the most cele¬ 

brated of the native poets of the present day. He has done more 

for the popularisation of vernacular literature than almost any li¬ 

ving Indian. He himself was a profilic author in many styles, 

and he excelled in all. He conducted for many years an excellent 

vernacular magazine entitled the Harislicliandrika, He was son 

of Gopal Chandra Sahu alias Gri Dhar Banarasi, who Wci.> a 

prolific author, but who died at the early age of 27, in the year 

1859, leaving Harishchandra an orphan onlv 9 3^ears old. The 

boy was educated at Queen’s College, Benares, and commenced 

to write at an early age. In the year 1880, so greatly had his 

fame extended that he was given the title of Bharatendu, or 

Moon of India, by the unanimous consent of all the editors of 

the vernacular papers of India, He died in the year 1885 

universally regretted, being by general consent one who was 

‘ajata-shatru’. He is best known for the Suudari Tilak published 

in 1869 (Sam. 1926), which is an anthology of poems in the 

Sawaiya metre from the works of 69 poets. This work is by 

some said to have been compiled under his instructions by 

Purukhottam Sukal, and has been frequently printed. One of 

his latest works was a series of excelent lives of great men, 

European and Indian, entitled Prasiddh Mahafamaon ka Jiban 

Chantr, He was certainly the best critic which Northern India 

has as yet produced. A short account of his life is given in the 

Chandrast of Byas Ram Shankar Sharma, printed at the Hari 

Parkas Press in Banares in 1885, after the poet’s death. Also at 

the end of Harish-chandar’s Kashmir Kasum (or history of Kash¬ 

mir ), there is a short account of the author and a list of about 

a hundred works by him.'^’’ 

The compiler of these selections had the pleasure of 

making his aquiantance during his stay in Benares in 1879

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and it was a perusal of his works which inspired in him 

that love for his mother-tongue, the service of which has been 

the aim and work of his life. Babu HarisKchandra was a man 

of very agreeable manners and his death at the early age of 33 

was universally regretted. The following are the last two lines 

of the elegy composed by the compiler on his death. 

Harishchandra was not only a scholar and a poet but he was 

also a patriot and his premature death was a great loss to Benares. 

He gave, a great impetus to modern Hindi writing and may 

be safely styled the father of modern Hindi literature. He 

wrote verse in most all the languages of Upper India and one 

of his poems in these Selections is in Bengali metre.
